QUESTION-Please,glve a brief account of C . Hal Stodda rd, 
the Mandolin virtuoso. A. J . 

ANSWER-C. Hal Stoddard, teacher and composer, manifested 
a Jeslre for music at an early age and learned to play upon different 
Instruments without the aid of a teacher, a good method being his 
only guide. The guitar and violin were his favorlle Instruments 
until he reached the age of manhood w.hen he a serious study 
of the m!lndolln and has devoted his time to this fascinating Instru­
ment almost continually for IS years. As a rtsult. some of the best 
mandolin compositions of ,the day are from his pen. His concert 
work has been limited mainly to Indiana and his home city Ind­
Ianapolis, where he has li ved fur the greater part of the last ten 
years. He has no future fo r concert work., but Is WOTking on 
some compositions he hopes to have In press In the near future.

ANSWER-These figures enclosed in a circle either In banjO, 
mandtAln or guitar music are gent1'ally meant to indicate the string 
on which the note should be playN. 

QUESTION- When can one tell when grace notes take their 
time from the notes that preceed or the notes that follow? U. S. B. 

ANSWER- A complete article will afpelr in a future IssueD( the 
CRESCEf'\IDO glvlng a concise descrlptlf"ln of the time va lue of all 
,race notes. Generally speaking, the lon, grace note Invariably 
takes half of the time of the follow.lng . nolt. The short 
grace note takes with one exception part of the time of the 
preceding note. The exception Is when the note occurs before 
a long note foUowln, a very short one In whlchcasethetlmels t.1ken 
from the followln, note as it 15 impossible to take the time from the' 
preceedln, note. Good writers. however, generally avoid this use 
of the grace note. The time of the double and triple appouiatura 
should always be taken from the prcce<lIng.note. Our authorlUes 
for the above are the methods of the Paris Conservatory, the high-
est authorities in the world. •

the instrument. It allows a free vibration and prevents the head 
from becoming soi led.

The only authentic arrangement of the Miserere from II T rova­
tore has ~n recently published by H . F. Odell &; Co. The 
arrangement was made from the original foreign score by H. F. 
Odell and the piece Is published for full mandolin orchestra . There 
Is probably no piece even among the so-called popular pieces of the 
day as well known to the general public as this famous number ' 
from one of the greatest operas ever written.
