QUESTION-Who Is the leading Europtan authority on the 
mandolin? A. J. 

ANSWER- There are so many prominent people connected 
with the mandolin In Europe that it Is practically impossible to say 
which of them Is the best, but among who a re gt'nerally con­
sidered leading authorities are Carlo Mun ier of florence. Italy, and 
J. Pletraptrtosa of London and Paris. A fine article will short ly 
appear In the CRESCENDO on Carlo Munier. See announcement 
In editorials. 

QUESTION-Why do we have compound time? Cannot a ny 
12-8 piece be written In 6-8 time, 9'8 In j·8. t'tc? W . L. A. 

ANSWER-Of course a piece In 12-8 could be written 6-8 but In 
most cuses. the accompanlmt'nt and for the first 
would be awkward and unnatural for the second time mentioned, 
a nd of course the accents are entirely difft'rent. The same applies 
to 9'8 versus 3-8 time. In many cases it is quite difficult to 
ulsh between 12-8 and 6-8 and 9·8 and )·8, esptcially where the tem­
pe mark Is the same and the question practically resolves Itself Into 
a matter of different accents a nd Instrumentation. 

QUESTION-Give In order of prominence the tones of any major 
chord a nd of the dominant E. O. 

ANSWER- In a major cilord the most prominent tone Is the root 
or tonic. The next is the third of the tonic and the next tht: fift h of 
the tonic. The-chord will sound quite complete If the fifth is omitt­
ed. In the dominant chord, the root is the most prominent. The 
next Is the seventh , the next the third, and last the fifth. This 
cho(d sounds quite complete with a fifth or without a third and Is 
sometimes used quite effectively without a root. 

QU£:STION-In the ordinary syncopation In 2-4 time, of D 16th 
note, 8th a nd 16th note which would comprbe the fi rst half of the 
measure, on what note Is the accent given and whnt is the st roke of 
the pick? P. T. B. 

ANSWER-The accent in the above case would be gi ven on the 
81h note occu ring after the first 16th note. If used In mandolin ' 
music , the tlest way to pick such · a place would be with the up 
st roke on the first 16th. the dow n st roke on the 8th note and the up 
stroke again on the 16th a nd the foliowlngnoteln themeasurewould 
probably be played with the down stroke. Many mandolin players 
however, would use the down stroke on the first note in the above ex­
ample simply because pr«edent has said thllt it Is better to use the 
down stroke fint in every measure but the above t'xample is a 
cided exception and It would be use the up stroke fir st. The 
up stroke plays a very prominent part in syncopated music for the 
mandolin.
