QueaUon- ls there any difference In the meaning of the 
various double bars used. namely one heavy double bar. two heavy 
double bars, one heavy and one light bar. two light bars?

Anawer-In answer to this question we will first 58.y that 
50% of the music published In this country is Incorrectl y edited and 
erigraved, and the use of the double bar Is not understood by many 
so called good musical editors and by the cheaper engravers. One 
heavy double bar Is frequently used In the cheaper publications of 
octavo chu rch music: and Is also frequentl y seen In church hym nals 
or Sunday school books. As used In these books this bar practically 
Indicates the end of a phrase and It Is customary to pause at each one 
of these heavy black bars. This bar should not and does not occur 
very often In regular music, such as songs, plano, orchestra or band 
music. Two heavy double bars are sometimes used by the cheaper 
engravers. They are enti rely unnecessary, although may t'Ie oc· 
casionally used at the very end of a piece. It is very good taste to 
use first a light bar followed by a heavy bar at the end of a strain 
which is to be repeated and in addition to the light and heavy bar 
the repeat marks are used. A player seeing the double bar and re­
peat mark has no doubt whatever Ihat a repeat is Intended Two 
li l ht bars are generally used at the of a strain which is not to 
be repeated . These two bars merely mark the end of a certain 
number of measures or a st rain and arf' merely an assisting dividing 
line. The best use of th e two last named combinations will be found 
in the first and endi ng of modern compositions. At the end 
of the first endi ng one will see a light bar followed by a heavy bar . 
w it h the repeat marks. At the end of the stcond ending two li ght 
bars wil l be found which Indicate norepeat. We might add that 
unfortunately Rl llny publishers will not pay for the services of 
eJucated mu sica l edltOls and music is put on the market which Is 
very incorrect In rega rd to the!tt smal l maUers. We might also add 
that the recent mandolin orc hestra publications of such fi rms !IS the 
Oliver DUson Co., White·Smith Co .• GibMn Co .• L. A. Williams, 
H. F. Orlell & Co., Cundy Bettoney Co., O. Acker and others are 
of the highest form of musical edhing and matters as double 
hars, notes. resls. signature marks and In fact the entire notation 
includes the most advanca.! forms and these firms are to be con. 
gratulated on s«urine: the services of musical editors who under­
stand how a piece .. of music should look when published. 

Que.Uon- lf a st rain In 4'4 time begins on the 4th beat wh ere 
should the double bar be placed in divldin, this strain from the one 
that fo llows? H. D. 

Anawer- In such II case the double ba r shou ld be placed aft t' r 
the lrd heat at the end of the strain . Although not at the present 
t ime strictly adhered to. it Is customary and better If a strain begins 
on an uneven heat of a me3sure to have the remllining beats of this 
measu re appea r at the end of that str;in or if not a t the end of that 
.train at the end of the composition. therefore If. we will say, a 
composition began on the lrd beat of a measure In 4'4 time we 
shou ld find at the end of a Ilt raln, two beats and then a double bar. 
The reason for this evenln& up of the time values of the first and 
last measures Is th at In a st raIn of a compo:dtl:m there s hould be an 
even number of measures, incl u:1ing the same number of beats.
