Que.non- Do the best players rest their fourth finger on the 
head of the banjo whrn playing , also Is the th ird fi nger of the right 
hRnd used in pICki ng tbeJ>a njo? One method says you do and the 
other says not. 

An.wer-The first pa rt of your qu estion in regard to the 
fourth finger was answered in the CRESCENDO a tew months 3.go. 
a nd we advise you to look In the back num~rs of the paper and 
you will find a detailed answer. We will sta te however that the 
best players almost without exception do rest the fourth finger on 
the head of the banjo. although !,- Iarge numberofpromlnenl soloists 
at the present time have adopted the Hartnett Tone Bar, upon 
which the little fanger rests, thus allowing the enti re head vf the 
banjo to have clear vibration. The Tone Bar is an appliance which 
stretches across the head tf the banjo where Ihe finger rests slightly 
above the head and has been (ound to give excellent results by 
man y of the country IS most celebrated players. 

Answering the second part of your question we will say that 
the third finger of the right hand is frequentl y used In playing the 
banjo. We are quite aware that one or two soloists and certai n 
methods state that a fou r note chord on the banjo should be played 
by s ildlng the thumb across two s trings and using the first and 
second fi nger for the other two st rings or in other words playing 
(our notes with th ree fingers. This way of playing chords Is used 
by many sk illful players and in most cases it is a good way to play 
chord s, but there is a rule In force among many of .,he most pro· 
gresslve teachers of a ll stringed instruments wh ich is, unte .. 
there be Ilood rea.on tor dol nil olherwl.e. u.e a linller 
tor every .trinll played. By this rule the fou r note chords on 
the banjo would include the third fi nger. The fourth fi nger Is 
never used to pick wi th and many players neglect the th ird finger 
using the first combination of fi ngers given fo r all chord work . 
There are some quite expert soloists who have so neglected the 
training of the fingers of the right hand that almost invariably tl}ey 
will play chords by a swetp of the thumb :tcros! the strings which 
reminds us of a young ch ild trying to play the piano with one 
finger . We believe dec.idedly that it is better to trai n all the fingers 
which are to be used a nd then playa four note chord on the banjo 
if the chord is not marked to be rolled with the thumb and three 
Ilna..... The ten'dency with many players of stringed instru­
ments Is to always roll chords. .In certain places the roll or harp 
effect Is very beautiful especiall y if the strings be picked up neaf 
the fingerboard, but in a majority of cases chords are intended to be 
plaved all notes simultaneously and not rolled". When a chord 
Is to be played this latter way, the use of the three fingers and the 
thumb is preferable to the method of gUd ing the thumb over two 
strings and using two fingers for the remaining notes. This latter 
method of gliding the thumb over two strings is bound to produce a 
rolling effect even though slight . when ' performed by the most
