The poi nt of a ll this is right here, if the mandolin--pick 
and wire strings are the proper caper on the banjo, let us 
make sa id banjo entirely out of wood, put on st eel s trings, 
two in place of one if necessary and make a mandolin 
plectrum family instrllment out of it, but 'if it is to remain 
a banjo, to retain its identity as a instrument , by itself, for 
the love of all that is mf lodious and musica l, let us play it 
right, or not at a ll. 

While a little of the plec trum style of playi ng is all 
right for an un-ambitious, orchestra supported, slovenly 
banjo pl!lyer, let us do it as litt le as pos.c;ible. Principal 

·and final reason. If the mandolin pick and wire stri ngs are 
the acme of perfection and all that is to bf> desired, why 
do not the talking machine companies " tie the can" as it 
were to the experts they have hired to make their records 
for them and engage the services of one or more "Kings of 
the banjo? " 

. Gentle reader, I do not believe any of you have ever 
heard a banjo solo on a phonograph or graphophone, which 
had been originally played by the use of a mandolin 
p ick. I have heard just one in my li fe-time and that was 
a pri vate record played as a sort of souvenir for the family 
who entertained the player. 

TJlerefore, I urge you, to w ily t\l the cause, enlist 
wi th heart and soul as a member of the ,. Associat ion for 
the Regeneration of the Banjo," a nd as a side line, push 
along the Socie ty for the Prevention of Cruelt y to Old 
Mast e rs.
