state that after his death, Mr. Perie Erard enlarged the
harp in all of its measurements, making the strings longer,
thereby greatly increasing the power of the instrument,
butat the same time greatly increasing the tension of the
strings without providing any suitablé means of counter-
acting the extra strain on the instrument, and here is where
the new harp shows up without the assistance of a sales-
man, for as soonas anold harpist sees how it is constructed,
he is a fast friend of the instrument, because it is so de-
signed as to obviate all the difficulties which have nearly
worried the life out of him in the old style instrument, and
shows very conclusively that inalmost any line that whict
was good enough a century ago isonly a back number
today.

The action of the new harp is made throughly on the
American plan, every piece made in duplicate like the
American watch, and with its great stability, there is no
reason why it will not improve with age like the bow in-
strument, and make Chicago to the harp, what Cremona
is to the violin.

Fortunately,
it was a local and they took us on after a mad flight throught a
corn field, under barbed wire fences. Moral; When you have an
important concert, start early and take a train.

H. F. Odell has been engaged to play and take charge of the
Mandolin and Guitar music at the Boston Opera House for all
operas which require such music. Associated with him, at a recent
performance of Verdi's “‘Othello” at the opera house were G. L.
Lansing, with whom Mr. Odell will give a Festival Concert in
Boston in March and who is well known as a soloist and leader of
the Boston Ideal Club and Messrs. A. D. Grover, A. A. Babb,
Fred E. Dorr, Wm. M. Rice, Jos. A. Audet, Walter Vreeland and
Carlo Carciotto. Grand Opera music is very difficult to play and
there is more attention paid to small details at the Boston Opera
House than probably any other opera house in the world. The
above gentleman acquitted themselves finely The music
was highly spoken of. The costumes used were of a century or
two back, but we regret that our readers could not all have seen
Grover in tights and doublet, also Lansing. We also regret exceed-
ingly that the CRESCENDO cartoonist, Wm. Ed. Foster, could not
have been on hand as he would have secured some great subjects
for cartoons.

D. L. Day on his recent trip, saw Johnson Bane while in
Pittsburg and enjoyed his playing very much. Mr. Day says Mr.
Bane is a rattling good banjo player as well as a good guitarist.
