training for several years together, that each and every
man is an expert on his instrument, that the orchestra has
a proper instrumentation with all the parts or voices repre-
-sented. The critics, in comparing this organization with
mandolin orchestras are comparing it with amateur organ-
izations. The men in the balalaika orchestra are profess-
ionals, to be compared with the men in our best Symphony
orchestras. We believe that a mandolin orchestra could
be ‘made to play just as delightfully as the balalaika
orchestra providing the director was a man having the same
musical ability as Mr. Andreeff and the orchestra composed
of players as skillful and as capable as the members of the
balalaika. orchestra and having the proper instrumentation.
Take a mandolin orchestra composed of men of the ability
of Abt, Siegel, Pettine, Place, Potter, Loar and others, let
them practise together for four or five years under a skillful
director, have the organization composed of 1st and 2nd
mandolins, tenor mandolas and mando-cellos in the right
‘proportion, harp-guitars and bass mandolins and we believe
that the same identical effects could be obtained in the
mand. | n orchestra as in the balalaika orchestra, with the
possible exception that the mandolin on the crescendo and
forte passages would sound slightly more metallic than the
balalaika but in the bands of such mandolin players as
mentioned above, we belicve the mandolin in its pian’ssimo
passages can be played just as sweetly as the balalaika,
and we believe the tenor mandola and mando-cello played
by experts could hardly be distinguished fromr the domras.
We state these facts in defence of the mandolin orchestra
as some critics have besn unfair in their comparison.
There is not a large professional mandolin orchestra in the
entire country which may be compared with the balalaika
-orchestra, therefo,rg the critics were not at all in a position
to make a comparison or to judge of what a mandolin
-orchestra might do working under the same conditions which
prevail in the balalaika orchestra.

In conclusion, - Mr. Andreeff’s Balalaika Orchestra is
the finest organization composed of what might be called
“‘plectral instruments’’ we have heard. We trust that the
players of this country, after hearing this orchestra, will en.
deavor in their own orchestras to take the balalaika orchestra

Editor Crescendo: Am accepting the privilege offered to readers
of the Crescendo and wish to ask a question on a point which gives
me considerable trouble in teaching and that is C and A notation.
While the A is the old and standard method and nearly all music
written and published in it, | think the C far more practical on
account of pupils being able to read music written for other instru.
ments without having to transpose it. although teing able to play
parts with other instruments, not havinga special banjo part written.
The present conditions make banjo teaching very unsatisfactory,
‘One really requires to teach pupils both methods for them to have
a knowledge of the instruments and almost amounts to learning two
instruments which is rather discouraging for both teacher andipupils,
My experience has been that reading a fingerboard two ways is
‘more conflicting than learning two instruments. Both mandolin and
guitar have decided methods of notation and is it not possible to
settle the banjo by adopting the C notation or drop it altogether,
Qne objection offered is, | believe, the additional ledger lines, but
they can be learned as easily on the banjo as any other instrument,
Every year, | have been hoping the Guild convention would
give more attention to the question. If not trespassing too much,
would like to know other teachers’ opinions on the subject.

EDITORS NOTE.

The American Guild at a convention two years ago recommended that hereafte
‘music be published in both A and C notation, which has been done by many publish.
ers. Evidently Miss West Is not aware that the Guild has already taken action on
e subject. Although the Guild recommended the publication of music in C notation in
addition to the A notation and the publishers have spent considerable money In doing
it, less than 10% of the teachers and players have bought the music published in C
notation. We agree with Miss West that it would be far better for the banjo, Instead
of having two notations, causing continual confusion, to either adopt C notation ex-
<lusively or to give up'the idea of changing and everyone use A notation.
