Editor of the Crescendo

As a subscriber, please allow me space in your valuable paper
to say a word for the%uhar thumb guard. In the first place, it is
not a ‘‘mere pick’ but is used to shield the thumbin heavy accom-
paniment playing. No one ever uses thumb guards or picks for
solo playing as some of your correspondents think, but some do use
shields on finger and thumb for club and orchestral playing. The
guitar itself being practically a small orchestra, some players of
even small attainment, derive so much pleasure from it alone that
they cannot be induced to, perchance, blister their thumb or finger
on accompaniment parts, thus they forego the pleasure of ensemble
playing. Club leaders and directors who are interested in the
wider use of the guitar should advocate the using of the thumb
guard. It is worth cultivating.

Editors Note.

We must dispute Mr. Vreeland in the statement where he says
no one plays solos with the thumb guard. There are anumber
who try to do it even though they do not succeed very well. Our
recent Editorial on this point was directed against those who try
to make a brass band out of the guitar rather than skillfully use
it as a solo or accompaniment instrument. In the mandolin orches-
tra article which has béen running inthe CRESCENDO the Editor
agrees with Mr. Vreeland that for orchestral accompaniment play-
ing the guitar thumb guard may be used to save the thumb from
becoming blistered.

Boston-Festival Concert.

The first rehearsal of the large orchestra for the Boston Festival
Concert was held on a bad, rainy, night Messrs. Lansing and
Odell expected that the attendance would be light. Much to their
surprise, 175 members of the orchestra attended, rehearsing three of
the pieces to be played, and at the end of the rehearsal, all agreed
that it was the finest orchestra that has been gotten together in
Boston. The way they took hold of the music for the first time
playing it with much musical expression and shading was very
gratifying. This orchestra includes 75 1stmandolins, 55 2nd man-
dolins, 45 3rd mandolins, in addition to sections of guitars, harp-
guitars, mando-cellos, tenor mandolas, flutes, cellos, banjos, violins,
drums, piano, and the grand organ. That such an organization is
attracting wide spread attention in the east is evidenced by the fact
that already 6oo tickets are sold although the concert does not occur
until March 20th. Requests for tickets are being received from all
parts of N. E. and N. Y. and it is expected that the house will be
entirely sold out several weeks before the concert. The Boston
fraternity are looking forward with much pleasure to hearing the
mandolin solos by Valentine Abt and Wm. Place. Mr. Lansing
will plé)' oneof his delightful banjo solos, always popular in Boston.
