Tendered. In this number, the swirley, a.. 
double flute , an insLrument. introduced into Russia from 
Greece in the J l 1.h acnlury , was used and 111C effect. was 
very pleasing. The Rus.;an Folk songs arc especially 
bcoutifu l on account of their quaint and haunting melodies 
and were rendered delightfully by the' orchestra. ... 

The orchestra also played Lhc accOmpaniment for 
the vocal operatic quarlcLLc composed of singers from 
the ]mpc.rial Opera House of St.. Pct.ersburg and Moscow 
and the same careful rendering of each selection was 
110ticible in t he accompaniment work as in the work 
rendered by t he orchcstrn a tone. We notice that the 
hulk of the work in the orchestra is done by the domra 
sect.i on whi.ch is 'an instrument more similiar to t he m undo· 
lin than the balalaika. The bas.'i is supplied by the bass 
balalaikas bu t the instruments which arc similar to OUT 

tenor mrindola ahd mando·(.'Cllo arc in the domra section 
and the effect whell t hi s section plays ruone is very similar 
to t he prescnt mandolin orchestra except that t he tone 
is not as pungcnt as that of the mandolin. 

The Edilor, who was accompanied by Mr. C. L. 
Lansing. had the pleasure of pcrsonally meeting Mr. 
Andreeff during thc intcn llission. 

Again we urge all mandolin orchcstra players and 
d irectors in whatever cit ies the Balalaika Orchcstra visits 
during its American tour , to a poin t of hearing them-.
