Answer—A good proportion nf lql 2nd and 3rd mandoling
in any is two 2nd for every three 1sts, and
two 3rd mandolins for every three 2nd mandolins.” With the eight
men you speak of, you have not quite enough to make this propor-
tion, therefore would make the following recommendation, you
could have three 1st lolins and two 2nd {olins and your
guitars and violon-cello but this would unfortunately leave out the
third voice which you should have, so a much better division of the
instruments would be two 1st mandolins, two 2nd mandolins, one
3rd mandolin and the other instruments. A still ‘better balance
of the parts would be to cut out the third mandolin and obtain a
tenor mandola which, with your cello and guitars would give you a
fairly good combination, but we strongly recommend that you
have at least one instrument playing on the third voice. Unfortu-
