of his being a Union l1lusician. he would not. have been 
allowed to play this engagement of one week wit.h the 
amateur mandolin orchestra or he would have been fined 
by the Union for playing a competitive engagement wit.h 
non- Union musicians and yet there were 39 other members 
of that mandolin orchestra that wanted to play t.he en­
gagement and in order to play it, with their own flu te 
player, each one of thcrtt would have been obliged to join 
the musical Union and pay an initiation (cc of $60 each 
in order to play the engagement and receive a salary of 
$12 each. What was the result? The flute player was 
politely but finnly askbi to resign from the organization 
and his place was immediately fil led by a non-Union 
flutist. 

It is possible that in some cities where a small m'ando­
lin orchestra of four or five professional players gives all 
its time to professional playing, it is advisable or almost 
necessary for them to become members of the Union in 
order to protect the interest of certain parties who engage 
music regularly but for the majority of mandolin orchestras 
especially the amateur organization, even those who do a 
Jot of public playing as professionals, to join Unions, 
would be a great detrimf!nt to the business and we certainly 
trust that aU members of the fraternity who read this
