On this theory we are here for the first time—we

" one tone to another in what is termed ‘“‘setting the temper-

ament’’ ‘within an octave comprising thirteen consecutive
tones of the chromatic scale.

SETTING THE WEMPERAMENT
Consists in adjusting the tones of the chromatic scale
in one octave in such a manner that they all bear the
proper pitch relation to each other so that anyone of

is perfect. You drop down a fourth, twice, as indicated by
the arrow points landing at F sharp. From here follow the
indicators in the regular order of fifths and fourths to the
end at F on the right, which if the work is done correctly
the two fs should be exactly an octave apart. If the

“two fs are found to be slightly out of tune, tune the upper

F to the lower one and work the rout backwards until
you have thoroughly mastered the rout of the old tuners
and committed it to memory, which you may do by
studying the chart hefore attempting toJactually tune
an instrument. )

Some tuners use the C to C octave while others employ
the A to A octave but the system is the same by way
of the fifth and fourth rout. In considering this the
first lesson f1 piano tuning it can only apply to those who
play some of the small stringed instruments. * As people
who have had no experience in tuning any kind of stringed
instritment will probably require several lessons in tuning
unisons and thirds and fourths, fifths and octaves before

This setting of the temperament may be considered
the tuner’s masterpiece, or pattern from which all the
other tones of the instrument are tuned by octaves. The
special octave selected for this purpose should be the
lowest from F to F on the steel strings on account of their
sostenuto character and effects.

Referring to the accompanying illustration forming
the most important part of this lesson. The large half
circles represent fifths while the smaller ones represent
fourths and the very large one below stands for the octave.
The first move is to tune C, one octave below the ordinary
C tuning fork. Then take the large curved line directly
above C, which lands you at F; tune this a fifth below C.
Now start at C again and follow the small circular line
below which leads you to G; tune this a fourth below C,
and from here follow the curved lines as indicated by the
arrow points, tuning fifths and fourths alternately until

- you reach E; here occurs a slight variation but the picture

they can attempt the piano tuner's temperament. But
to anyone contemplating the study of piano tuning this
chart will be found to be of vital importance. Also to
young men wishing to learn rough tuning of the piano
strings in the factory, “chipping up” as the factory boys
call it, the study of this chart will be found beneficial.
Counting the strings or letters on this chart we learn
that 8 tones inclusive make a musical fifth and 6 tones
inclusive make a musical fourth and 5 tones the musical
third. All zither players should learn piano tuning
more readily than others because their accompaniment
strings are all tuned on the system fifths and fourths,
but before dropping out of this session I want to advise
the would be piano tuners that learning the art is not
the snap you may imagine. It requires time and lots of
practice. The Superintendant of the Broadwood Piano
factory in London, Eng., says “‘In our factory the average
time required to master the art of piano tuning is three
years. A few do it in less time, but the majority require
more time.” .
