Certainly the “majorily of doctors /‘nm. fnll well lln'
influence of music as a curative and heali
mental and nervous maladies, and wwho also can advance sane,
sound, and logical reasoning for its beneficient action.'
So do the majority of musicians and o
education, and without it, “know the value 3
and their medicine, or their mental therapeutics and *
can advance sane, sound and logical reasoning for their
beneficent action” —and yet is that saying so much of
their knowledge of materia medica? When 1 said the
“average business or cven professional man knew little of
nusic,"” Thope the Cadenza did not understand me to mean
that I thought these people would have to look in Websters
for a definition. of the mysterious, occult and unheard
of word of “music”. Far fromit. I only wished to state
a well-known fact, and offer the suggestion that musicians
cultivate some other lines outside of their calling and that
husiness men do the same. For that inatter how few
musicians or business men cither can discuss intclligently
the subject of art in paintings, ete. I hope the time wiil
come when a certain amount of musical training, a certain
amount of training in art, a certain amount of business
training will be m(lndml in the curriculum of everyvone's
education—that people in all lines of business or profession
not. knowing the less of their own profession will know
more of others.

Such a well roundedness can not help but he a benefit
to all in many ways.
