flutc, first violin and 'cello, and e\'en if one wishes to usc 
full symphony orchestra instrumentation , cmplo);ng all 
the choirs, he wiU get decidodly bett.er and more beaut.iful 
effects from his mandolin family to use mando!in rchestra 
instrumentation augmented by t.he regular orchestra 
inst.rumentation of brass and wood wind choirs only. 

Some of the fraternity will immediately ask if i th ink' 
the afterbcats on the guitar section are strong enough 
for~the ordinary march or wattz. M v reply is" NO", not 
usually,because most orchestras havc too large a mandolin 
section to be propc"rly balanced by the ~uitars when they 
usc only guitars for an accompaniment. There is no special 
hann in having one or two mandolins pJay an aftcrbcat 
part to strengthcn t he guitar section. in fact. in many 
picces, it would improvc the organization,but in mandolin 
orchestras this is almost impossible. because whcr~ people 
arc playing mcrely for amusement , thcre are vcry few who 
will play an ordinary afteJ:.beat pp.rt all the time. therefore 
as it is almost impossible to gct players to play such a 
part. where it might be desirable. it is. unfortunately , out 
of the question. I speak here from many years experience 
in begging, almost on my knccs, teasing. demanding and 
commanding players to play such a part, pointing out to 
them what a great favor they would confer on me and 
how t hey would improve the, organization. Some of 
them would promise to help me out bqt when the t ime 

. Came to rehearse, t hcy would be "among the missing." 
Not being able to secure aU the power I wish on such 
parts , I have invariably used t he piano in all of my mando· 
lin organizations and without the slightest troub!e, have 
obtained all the effects desired , and I fimll y believe t hat 
in the larger organi7.ations, a piano is a most desirable 
instrument, unless the organization has plenty of guitars 

. or h!lrp.guitars but in many cities it is impossible to obtain 
er10ugh guitars , therefore. in such a case, simply add t he 
piano and usc what guitars can be obtained and the 
musical effect will be excellent. 

Very few players in mandolin orchestras or even t he 
directors, understand t he distinctivCly, different \.rent· 
ment of the instruments necessary in arranging for mando­
lin orchestra and for regular orchestra and many or them 
whetl expressing an emphatic opinion that this and thus 
should be so, in the arrangement.. look at it. from their 
own pcrsonal view point. On the other hand, the practi­
cal arranger and publishcr is looking at t he matter from 
the vicw point of sa!cs, and successful sales of a publication 
fo[\ mandol;n orchestra mean that the view points of 
many thouSc.'lnds of mandolin players ha\'e been considered, 
not the view point or one. 

To conclude. the present up to rlute mandolin orches­
tra I?ublkat.ions arq dc<idcdly the most sui table for the 
ptesent. tti> to datc' mandolin orchestras. If those who 
have so many criticisms of what is being done by the 
publishers and manufacturers would study this matt.er 
a little. mort! cafcfuUy and .sc.riously, they will find that 
what is being done now is dono for the best from a muSic­
ally art.ist.ic standpoint as wcll as from a business stand­
point and a llJajority of the mandolin orchestra players 
of this country are satisfied with what has been done up 
to the prescnt timc. If mandolin orchestras who are 
inclined to experiment with freak combinations,-by this 
I mean the addition· or instruments which have no place 
in any kind of an orchestra, will do a litt le experimenting 
with the instrumcntation as outlined here, they would 
be more inclined to agree with the majori ty. The present 
mandolin orchestra instrumentation is fairly satisfactory 
and certainly characteristi~. Will the addition of the 
full brass choir be an assistance or a detr iment? 
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Teachers-=Pla ers !
