Carry your mandolin
k the clerk in the store in a deep tone for what-
ever piece you desire— act as though your mandolin was a Stradiv-
arius—be as important as possible—make them recognize that the
m:\ndolm demands attention and 1f they don't give it to you, tell
them it is no wonder they have few sales for mandolin music.

Woe to the violin player who says he can play anything on the
violin that can b(, played on the mandolin, It does not take long
to make them “pull in their horns”  All one has to do is to play
one of the duo or quarto style of pmccs mentioned before,

All up Mandolin Players! it is your turn to show these violin

-playors what can be done on the so called “toy", the mandolin,

To make good on the mandolin it is not necessary for the man-
dolm to sound like the human voice—learn to play the mandolin
in the duo or quartet style, then you will not have to take a “tack

seat” for any violin player.
