The gentlemen are all experts and considering the fact that only one
or two rehearsals were possible, the number went finely. We donot
-especially care for overtures on the banjo and while the arrangement
of the Medley Overture was excellent, we prefer more character-
istic banjo music when'the banjo is played with the fingers. Asan
-encore, Lansing’s “Darkey’s Dream’ ‘was played and had to be
rcpeatcd It was a charact ic banjo number and met with
<decided approval. Mr. Bacon's playing, was as usual, very clean
<ut in !hc march and Mr. Lansing introduced in the “Darkey's
Dream” the humorous little slide effect which was always intro-
duced when the number was played by the well known Boston Ideals.

The list namber was by the Serenaicrs Orchestra mentioned
above.

What surprised us most about the concert was the versality
-of Messrs. Berthoud, Bickford and Foster and of the Serenaders
in general. Here is an orgamzauon Lhav. was capable of presenllng

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NEW YORK PLECTRUM ORCHESTRA.

his organization gave an excellent concert on Thursday,

Apnl 24th, in New York City. Mr. Abt certainly has a remarkabl e
orchestra and what we consider an almost perfect instrumentation
for a mandolin orchestra. The strings of course include all the
instruments of the mandolin family. Then there is the full wood
wind choir and two French horns. We particularly admire this-
combination and think the orchestra is better off without the com-
plete brass choir, as in the arrangement of the music all the parts.
are fully represented and -the ensemble work was of the highest
degree of excellence.

The first number on thL program consi ted of three pieces rend~
ered by the orchestra, ““Tannhauser March,” ““The Flatterer" and

“Rigoletto Fantasie.” This orchestra is made up to a great extent
of clever professional players, therefore the difficult passages
in these and other numbers played later jn the evening were espec—
ially well done, the first mandolins showing great proficiency. The
general'y well played. The tempos, however, especially
“Tannhauser March” were some what different from lhe
u)n\(‘nnunul reading by our Symphony Orchestras.

The “Andante” is an especially beautiful riumber and we believe
would be very effective with organ accompaniment. Signor
Pettine's wonderful command of mandolin technic is well known to
the fraternity and needs mo comment. His tone production was
also fine especially in the upper tones, although in one or two places
on his lower tones a slight rou hness was noticeable. For an encore
he played an unaccompanied number very effectively. Mr. Pettine
is undoubtedly one of lhc(freatc« players in America but we must
again remark that we would much prefer to see him seated when play-
ing rather than standing.

The orchestra appeared next playing the “Allegro” from the B
Minor Symphony hy ubert and the “Morning, Noon and Night'”
Overture. The Symphony was well done but in this and the encore
number which was one of the Brahm dances, we again noticed some
deviation from the usual tempo reading. The careful training and
drilling the orchestra has received from ir. Abt were very evident in
this number and the precision was remarkably good as well as the bal-
ance of tone of the various instruments, although at times it seemed
to us that the oboe tone wns ovcr strong.

Mr. Wm. Fodenappea ext with two guitar solos, the'Lucia
Sextet”” Fantasie and “‘Old B]ack Joe" varied. We especmlly noticed
how well his tone carried to every part of the hall. His wonderful
technic was again in evidence especially. his really marvelous tremolo.
We have never heard any other guitarist who produces the iar
effects with the tremolo that Mr. Foden does. The continuous effect
he produces is as nearly sustained as it is possible to obtain from the
guitar. Heis an artist in every sense of the word musically and tech-
mcally and his numbers, including the encore, were especially
pleasi~g not only to the critics present but to the general public.

The final number was by a mixed quartet of voices accompame(l
by the orchestra, the first number bcmg Part One of the ‘‘Bells' and
the second * Throu;,h Washington' a musical setting of the words
“America”, both by Mr. Abt. The work of the orchestra was very
good throughout both pieces which are quite complicated in thcircon-
struction, and require a careful attention to detail. Both numbers,
it seems to us, require a chorus of voices rather than a quartet, how-
ever, they were musically well done.

Mr. ‘Abt has been working for sometime to build up an orchestra
of this size and with this instr ly has one
of the greatest orchestras in America today. h approaches Symph-
ony standard in many ways. He has an excellent instrumentation
although the orchestra would stand one or two more mando-|
Generally speaking the tonal balance is very fine. It is some years
since we have personally seen Mr. Abt direct an organization. 'He
has improved and seems to have excellent control of his players. He
does not use a baton but directs with the hands. This is purely a
matter of opinion as one or two of the world’s greatest directors do
not employ the baton although a majority of the Symphony directors
and mos* uf the foreign directors prefer to use a light colored and
light weight baton.
