for t reatment, where he remained (or four years during which time 
his only !;On, about 22 years of age, was suddenly taken ill and died. 
This fact wl\S.kept from 1-.·1r. Hull until his release from the institution 
as it was feared the result would be disnstrous. Mr. Hall also had 
one daughter who became an accomplished pianist.

Thus it appears that the essential thing is t he 9Cta .... e­
grouping; just how this is obtainoo is of secondary im­
portance.

The uneven appearance of all these octave groupinJ:,.'$" 
facilitates reading just as does the uneven arrangement of 
white and black piano keys. We know how hard it is ro. 
read standard notation music written a great number or 
leger lines above the sta{f ; this difficulty is due to the same­
ness of the line-space line-space progression, in other words 
to its lack of landmarks ; it is like a mandolin without posi-
tion dots. . 

The writer trusts that our Editor, whose articles •. 
arrangements and most of all , his beautiful compositions. 
have endeared him to all the good people of our fraternity. 
will only roast this article in the gentle way that carries no­
sting. All his objections.. arc admitted before he utters. 
them. 

The scheme is simply a day-dream which can hardly 
be expected to come true but which the writer feels 
obliged to get out of his system. It may amuse sorne 
readers, which is good. It may start others thinking, 
which is also good. But lest it be taken too lightly 
please remember that the fame of one Guido of Arczzo 
echoes down the gap of 900 years in these words: "A 
Dreamer and Inventor of Musical Notation." And 
coll!';ider that it docs neither you nor me any harm to 
dream: our own Oliver Wendall Holmes states that our 
entire happiness depends upon "our abili ty to dream even 
t hough the dream never can come tnlC."
