THE GUITAR
By Wm.G. Morris

Of all the many dif ‘erent stringed instruments I doubt if any
player can derive more pleasure from an instrument than from the
guitar, because it is so complete as a solo instrument, and it can be
shown off to excellent advantage in many of the old classics of the old
masters who wrote for it, and who understood its possibilities. One
of the reasons why the guitar is not used more today is probably
that there are very few writers at the present time who thoroughly
understand the instrument, nnd who can write effectively for it.

There has been in past years an enormous amount of worthless
literature written for this instrument which has made it discouraging
to many who have taken it up. Players today must be musicians
instead of fakirs (of which there are many on this instrument)
and learn to play music which will help this instrument. Those who
like this instrument can accomplish much with it in a short time.
May I suggest toenthusiaststolook over thefirst numberof Carcassi's
and Holland's guitarinstructor. They will find a great many inter-
esting exerc which will put them on the right road for solo
work. A very beautiful effect on the guitar, and one that shows the
rument to good advantage is the tremolo and the.alternate
picking. The guitar can be learned just as quickly as any other
instrument if studied properly and if the right kind of literature is
used,

During the last fifteen years or more in teaching, public playing,
etc. many people have asked me “Why don’t you study the piano or
violin?" " I simply tell them that the guitar is and can be just as
profitable if studied properly, and can be used in many places to
splendid advantage, and best of all as a solo instrument.

Of course we all know the guitar has not the tone of the piano,
but still the instrument of today is far i ce in tone and many
other ways than those made in the past. Every instrument has its
own style, and its strong points, and so has the guitar. May I be
pardoned if I say that if there were more soloists undoubtedly the
guitar would advance faster.

Try to memorize your solos. The effect is so much
more pleasmgtoyour listeners, and the memory is stren-
gthened by cultivation.

Keep always in your mind that old saying that ‘‘a
thing worth doing at all is worth doing weﬁu’i’ Do not
try to play a piece that you know is beyond you, for it
will not do you nor your instrument as much good as it
would to do a thing you were capable of.

With correct instruction and diligent practice you will
win success if you have the natural talent. Even if you
have not a marked talent, you will derive much pleasure
from your instrument, and be a much better judge of good
music, and a much better listener than you could possibly
have been without studying some instrument.

How are the guitars for tone and action, say
after about two years is the action as good as ever! Which
would you recommend, 6, 7 or 8, for practically all solo work
with piano accompaniment?

The guitars you mentioned are among the best made
for tone and action. The action of any standard instru-
ment is good for several years. We think either number
7 or 8 are well adapted for the purpose you want it for.
