BALANCING THE TONE VALUES
By Thomas J. Armstrong 5

T very often happens that a melody, which can be
rendered in the first position, is improved in tone
by playing in a higher place on the lower strings.

Expert ban}msts utilize this method for gaining tonal

for le, an open note on
the first stnng. may not be the particular quality of
tone wanted, and consequently it must be played else-
where. This note is found at three other places on the
fingerboard, namely:— 3rd fret of second string, 7th
fret of third string and 14th fret of the bass. These
four places offer the banjoist four distinct variations in
tone, for that note, under left hand control. In a
similar manner closed notes, on the first string, may be
duplicated on the lower strings; the shifting alterations
in tone becoming more pronounced as we approach the
upper limits of each string. It also follows that second
string notes can be reproduced on the lower strings,
and third string notes can be taken on the bass.

Skillful use of these different places generally brings

unity and balance among the tones. In their several

positions, however, some are more agreeable than others
as will be observed in the figurative drawing shown
here:

"rREILE IMPROVES :»SCEND!NG

The shaded portions, located on each side of the finger-
board, represent the relative tone values of the banjo
strings in low, medium and high positions. For the
treble strings the shaded area shows an increase upward,
and for the bass the improvement is downward.

On the bass string we find the most serviceable tones
between the nut and 12th fret. Above that they
become dull and heavy, even when forced with a plec-
trum.

A noticeable difference follows with notes on the third
string, for here the tones are sonorous throughout its
entire length making it one of the most valued strings
on the instrument.

First and second string tones become better the
higher we ascend. The improvement here takes an
opposite course from that shown on the bass; a steady,

upward gain ensuing no matter what style of playing
is used.

From this we deduct that low notes, on the first string,
are more harmonious when transferred to either the
second or third string, and that certain low notes, on
the second string, become wonderfully resonant when
they are heard on the third string.

Young banjoists may ask: “When are such changes
to be employed?’ The answer cannot be given for it
depends on many things, such as: the technic required,
the theme and its characteristic features, and the ability
and musical instinct of the player. Frequently no
change is possxb]c on account of the intricate fingering,
but in slow pieces, where the'positions are easy to reach,
the student will find plenty of material ready for his

fingers.
QUESTION

(a) What is the correct position of the right hand on
the banjo? (b) What distance from the bridge should
you play? (c) Should you retain the same distance from
the bridge always, or does the position vary according to
the kind of instruments used for accompaniment? (d)
Don’t you think it would be a good idea to get up a book
about the famous bamjoists of the past and present? [
note there 1s one relating to the guitarists.

Answer.

(a) In finger playing the right hand assumes a cor-
rect position by resting the little finger on the head,
about two inches beyond the bridge. (b) This brings
the fingers directly over the center of the banjo head,
or about three or four inches from the bridge. (c) Var-
iations and exceptions to this rule occur, when softer
effects are desired. Other changes naturally take place
when the banjo rim is very small in diameter or the
fretting scale differs from standard models.

(d) We do not think it would be a good idea to pub-
lish a book about the famous banjoists “‘past and pres-
ent,” for the financial returns would hardly pay the
cost of printing. While a volume like this might at-
tract banjo enthusiasts, its sale outside of that field
is doubtful. In addition to that the banjo is not old
enough to have much history anyway. In the dim
future a systematic account of banjo events and bio-
graphies may appear; and, if it is authentic, perhaps
arrract attention, for such an account must necessarily
describe our early banjo notation from which the in-
strument is just now emerging.
