of the C clef. Occasionally, in music wntten for bass
instruments, notably the viol ere
occurs that would entail the prottacted use of legef lines
above, only a portion of the centre group and one line

of the lowest group are taken together. This arrange-
ment brings the C clef on the fourth line of the five-line
group. It does not signify that the clef sign has been
shifted. The clef signs are as immovable as the Rock
of Gibraltar.

This is roughly the plain truth—unvarnished. We
are not using the same lines and calling them five different
names. We are using the Great Staff in groups of
five lines at a time. Each line has one—and only one

name.

Probably for the reason that “All lines look alike to
me,” we may be excused from falling into the error of
supposing that we may move the clef signs about at
will and call the same lines by various names.
