MAKING OUR TRIPLE UNION VICTORIOUS

WHEN McCall"s Opera Company gave the opening 
performance of " Indiana" at the South Broad St. 
Theatre. Philadelphia, it looked as though the 

opera would be short-lived on account of its chilly re­
ception. In the second act, however. Miss Lillie Post 
sang the now famous banjo song with an accompaniment 
from four banjoists hidden in the wings. Immediately 
the audience woke up from its apparent lethargy and. 
when the song was finished. applauded vociferously. 
The spirited, baojocy tint formed such a vivid contrast 
from the regular orchestral tones that everyone noticed 

.. ALL FOR ONE. ONE FOR ALL" 

it and seemed to enjoy the innovation. This song 
received a double encore at every perfonnance. and the 
opera Tan for three months instead of one week. 

Some years later, in a selection from Don Giovani. 
played by Carl Sentz's orchestra, a mandolin quartette 
took the "Serenade," and this also produced such a 
marked change from the orchestra that the vast audience 
which crowded the Philadelphia Academy of Music, 
demanded a repetition. Carl Sentz shook his head but 
finally gave in. 

These two incidents attest the musical worth and 
individual tone quality of our instruments. We recall 
another occasion wherein it was clearly shown that our 
"trio can produce musical contrasts 
among themselves. 

At the Guild convention under Albrecht and Meyer's 
management, an orchestra of 100 amateurs played a 
simple little gavotte entitled "Golden Thoughts." It 
went fairly well and attracted only passive attention, 
until , at one part, the guitar section took up the theme 
and played without the assistance of mandolins or 
banjos. Freed from these the rich and mellow guitar 
tones appeared in a new light; it seemed as if a different 

band had arrived, and the result was exceedingly beau­
tiful. Samuel Siegel, the Guild soloist on that occasion, 
remarked that the effect was an agreeable surprise to 
him. 

The casual reader may see nothing in the above three 
incidents, yet they indicate the existence of an important 
element in orchestra work, namely: tonal contrast. 
They infonn the young leader that his mandolin. banjo 
and guitar combination has, within itself, the essential 
faculty of producing various tone figures on a par with 
the legitimate orchestra, and all that is needed is to 
liberate this valuable feature and bring it out clearly. 

Is this being done? Is this Triple Entente, with its 
dulcet medley of sounds. being treated fairl y, and is it 
given a chance to show what it can do? 

A single hearing of some of our prominent mandolin 
aggregations shows that while the execution is wonder­
ful and the score is a gradual perception of 
something deficient becomes apparent. The constant, 
never-changing ring of the solo mandolin finally loses 
its force; the brilliant work. so evident at the start, is 

and the ear demands a change. 
It must be understood we are speaking of mandolin 

combinations in general, and not those capable trios 
and quartettes which render the classic fonns especially 
suited for three and four instruments. 

The modern mandolin orchestra. with its various 
instruments giving out diversified tones, must be sep­
arated into as many trios and quartettes as the avail­
able groups will pennit. The mandolin group, for ex­
ample, from solo mandolin down to manda-bass, forms 
an orchestra itself .. capable of playing every note in the 
harmony. The guitar section is equally independent • 
and the banjo colony fonns another choir. 

These three divisions constitute the real fountain­
head from which springs the personal beauty of our 
mandolin orchestra. Herein we have the unique illus­
tration of a string band with three different voice effects. 

This peculiar advantage is known and utilized by 
arrangers but often forgotten by the players. A short

small notes intended for the guitars, exclusively Nat­
urally, the needed contrast was destroyed. 

Strict attention to the score is a duty falling on every 
member of the orchestra. "All for one, one for all!" 
does not mean that each player must keep constantly 
going like a machine. I t means that one object is 
aimed at- "good effect," and, in order to win this lesult, 
the softer voices must occasionally come forward and 
occupy the place of honor. We gain by this not only 
the necessary contrasts in tone, but we also interest the ' 
players themselves, for if the milder section in a band 
has a certain theme which brings it into prominence, 
the members here feel that "they, too" are a Conspicuous 
part in the perfonnance. and they will play away con­
tentedly throughout the less interesting parts.
