Five years a ‘?rehmmnry meeting was held in the
parlors of the ntlon Institute of Music through the cour-
tesy of Bickfo is was purely an invita-
tlon lﬂlh’ to ly belore the guesu the “Big Idea.”

“Idea” took hold—and a motion to organize was unani-
g 'ed. As it was originally intended to let each
“CHI F” provide the meeting g]nce. the first regular meet-
ing was arranged for a fortnl}z t hence, in the same rooms,
in charge of Mr. Bickford. Before the next meeting arrange-
ments had been made with the Institute to occupy regularly
their parlor at a nominal rental of $1.00 to cover expenses
of lighting. Six months later we moved to 34th St. and
there our expenses were increased to $2.00 per night. By
another move we got the price jacked up to $2.50 at No.
18 Park Ave. Returning to 34th street our rent became
$2.84 (about) and now we are disbursing nightly at re-
hearsals and Serenades, $4.17.

Meanwhile our dues have remained the same! In the
beginning we decided the $1.00 per annum should cover all
expenses of music, postage, etc. No notice was taken of rent.
Each member taking the Serenade was to supply his own
geetimt place which, of course, would be no expense to the

ociet;

It is perfectly patent, that with constantly increasing ex-
penses and various extras such as music stands, a music
cabinet, a mandobass, etc., the revenue derived from mem-
bers’ dues is mte insufficient. Each member is therefore
receiving MOR. HAN HE PAYS FOR.

It is solely thanku to the Serenaders’' Orchestra that all
expenses have so far n met. I proceeds of concerts,
etc., go into the Serenaders’ Treasury and besides, in order
to pay for their rehearsal room, each member of the orches-
tra pl(l an additional 50 cents per month Orchestra dues.

Having nken up’ so mueh space with these remarks I shall

After all, the form does not matter so much, it’s
the tone we want. Greater demands are made on
our instruments nowadays than ever before and al-
though I do not for a moment believe that the ma-
jority of mandolin players, or that even the ma-
jority of fine mandolin players have exhausted all
the “possibilities of the instrument,” there seems to
exist much room for improvement as regards tonai
quality and tonal power (not noise).

One of the most acute impressions of a Concert-
goer upon seeing and hearing a large mandolin
orchestra for the first time is the very apparent dis-
crepancy between the large number of players and
the volume of tone produced!!! Think it over!!!
