Answer. The only guitarist that I know of, who
has been accorded this distinction by the French
(and I believe he claims to be the only one), was
Jacques Tessarech, a Corsican guitarist, who made a
trip to America about ten years or so ago.
Whether he was in any other city than New York
on this trip, I do not know. He did not come on a
concert trip, but on other business, but those who
heard him say he was a very fine guitarist and was
thoroughly familiar with the classics in general
musical literature, but that he played mostly his
own transcriptions, and did not care much for the
arrangements of the different guitar masters.
