THE BANJO TANGLE 
By Geo. L. Lansing 

T HE headline of this article expresses the pres­
ent state of the banjo's condition in regard to 
its place in dance orchestras. Naturally the 
graYling demand for banjo orchestras has 

called into play numerous combinations. I was called 
on the telephone early in June and asked to furnish a 
banjo, a piccolo and drums to play for a ladies lunch­
eon where they were to have gentlemen call after­
wards for an hour's dancing. It required considerable 
arguing to convince the party that a mandolin-banjo, 
banjo and guitar or guitar-banjo would be preferable. 

I could enumerate many more instances as bad or 
worse than the above which occurred during the past 
season. The main reason for this state of affairs is 
due to the ignorance of the public regarding the in­
strument. Another reason is the fact that qcarcely 
any two leaders have the same idea regarding the 
proper instrumentation. 

The American Guild was organized for the purpose 
of standardizing our family of instruments but my 
observation leads me to the conclusion that the Guild 
has created more tangles than it ever straightened 
out. As far as the banjo is concerned it has been 
sidetracked by the Guild for several years therefore 
we need not look to that organization for help in put­
ting the banjo properly on the map. 

For two yearj3 I have been furnishing banjo or­
chestras for dancing. often having three teams out on 
the same evening. It seems to me that with such an 
experience I may be permitted to make a few sug­
gestions regarding most effective form of banjo in­
strumentation. For a small orchestra of three pieces, 
a mandolin-banjo banjo and piano. If no piauo is 
used; the guitar-banjo is the best substitute. I always 
use piano if possible. As the orchestra is enlarged, 
the following instruments are added respectively, 
drums, mandolin-banjo, trombone, banjo, saxaphone 

. or cornet, mandolin-banjo, banjo, double bass. 
I do not advocate the banjo for lead although it is 

effective on melody at times like the cornet or 'cello 
and in view of this ract, I would say the possibilities 
of the banjo are almost unlimited. For instance when 
the drummer is. playing bells. the banjoist can play 
the accompaniment with the piano. If the performer 
is clever. he can rag the part as the drummer does.

As a rule I prefer to read from the piano score as it 

sides the melody, the bass. and accompaniment. I 

believe the banjo will be considered a legitimate 
instrument in the orchestra when publishers can be 
induced to issue a special part for the instrument.

Does the ba'Tllio irnprove. with age like the violin and 

cello? 
Answer. There is no reason why a banjo should 

not be as good ten years after it is built as it was 
when new, provided the instrument is cared for 
properly. It should have a new head at least once a 
year and it should be kept clean, strung with good 
strings and kept at one pitch as near as possible.

Is the piano or guitar to be preferred fOT an accom­
paniment to a banjo solo? 

Answer. The piano is better as the tone quality is 
more like that of the banjo. A number of guitarists 
are taking up the guitar-banjo which is strung and 
played exactly like the guitar. It makes a fine accom­
paniment for banjo.

BoloB of Ferranti and Carulli1 
Answer. Carulli wrote a Method for Guitar, and 

also " Harmony applied to the Guitar." He also 
wrote Vocal Exercises, or Solfeges with guitar ac­
companiment. " His OP. 114 is a collection entitled: 
"The Useful and Agreeable. " This is a volume of 
about ninety pages of studies, preludes and 24 pieces. 
Op. 276 is a similar work consisting of rondos, polon­
aises, etc. Op. 265 is still another book called "Im­
provisations Musicales," being 64 preludes in differ­
ent keys. He wrote and published several Concertos 
in which the guitar is the most important factor. 
They are Op. 140, Little Concerto for gui tar and ac­
compo of violins, alto. bass. two oboes, two horns and 
double bass. OP. 207, two Concertos for guitar. with 
violin. alto, bass or piano. Op. 8, Concerto for guitar 
with orchestral accomp. Op. 219. Variations for 
guitar with orchestra, quartet, or piano. Fourth 
Concerto with orchestra or piano was published by ............. 
Petit, Paris. OP. 208 is Two Nocturnes for guitar 
with violins, alto and bass. Aside from the numbers 
mentioned, he wrote many duets for two guitars and 
trios for guitar, flute, and violin. Many of his works 
are now out of print, and most of his solos are rather 
old fash ioned at the present t ime. Any of his works 
that are obtainable may be obtained from H. F. Odell 
& Co .. Boston. or Carl Fischer, Cooper Square, New 
York.
