THE BANJO FAMILY
BY FRANK LITTIG

It was with great ]l]ensu hat 1 read the articles by Jas. H.
Johnstone in the June po. 1 heartily agree with him
in the names of the different instruments in the banjo family.
I advocate and use the banjo and tenor banjo in clubs and or
chestras, using the mandola or viola score. ih tuning the banjo
a half tone lower, one can read the tenor clef the same as if the
treble clef were used in viola score. The.tenor clef usually
places C on the 3rd line bringing the names of all notes one- half
tone below the treble clef. The banjo is also satisfactory play
ing other parts within its range.

I consider the banjo and tenor banjo as legitimate orchestral
instruments, in fact they should be used in all orchestras. The
next time you hear a banjo played in a combination with a violin,
notice how thin the violin tone sounds compared with the lmn 0,

I adyise all mandolin players to get busy with the banjo. The
tenor-banj more easily learned and easier to play than the
regular banjo and no orchestra is complete without it. These
instruments will soon be in demand in theatre orchestras and will
eventually reach all places where music is heard.

also one over which there is some little disagreement
among guitarists, tho’ in this respect it is not so
different from pianists, for the position of the hands
is a matter of g isagreement with many of the best.
For a good illustration of the best position of holding
the guitar I refer you to the one in the front of the
Santisteban edition of the Carcassi Method, published
by Oliver Ditson, Boston. This gives a very good
position. As to the resting of the little finger, this is
a matter upon which there is a great deal of disagree-
ment among guitarists, but the majority of the best
artists rest the little finger lightly on the instrument
when the third finger of the right hand is not in use.
Carcassi, whose method enjoys the distinction of
having been published in almost every lanzuage, and
which has gone through more ‘‘editions’’ than any
other method for the guitar ever published, advocates
the resting of the little finger in this way. Ferrer,
the great modern Spanish master also rested the little
finger in scale passages and at times when the third
finger was not in use. Mertz, the great German
master was opposed to resting the little finger, and
it certainly is a hindrance in most of his musie, which
employs the third finger of the right hand almost
constantly, but there is no doubt but that resting
the little finger very lightly, during scale passages,
ete. is a support to the hand, and one is able to secure
a better, rounder and more even tone than when the
hand has no support. The little finger must be rested
in the lightest manner possible, however, and under
no circumstances should it be pasted down, as I have
seen some players do.

As to the strings, you should not have that trouble
if you have the best strings from the reliable makers
or dealers. I would advise you to procure a very
heavy string for accompaniments in the orchestra,
and in fact, I prefer a rather heavy string for solo
work, also. Try some of those from the following
firms, and I am sure you will get some to suit.

Ditson, Boston, Vega Company, Boston, Carl Fischer,
Cooper Square, New York, or Odell & Co., 165 Tre-
mont Street, Boston, Mass. If your hands perspire,
of course you will have more trouble with strings than
if your fingers are always dry.
