A Perp Merry Christmas
A STROLL ALONG THE FINGERBOARD
By Thos. J. Armstrong

OUNG players, whose knowledge of the finger-
is confined to the first position, gener-
ally look upon a diatonic_run of high notes
with consternation, and when an experienced
banjoist delivers those notes, with clearness and speed,
they wonder how he does it. Such achievements are
not as difficult as they appear, and the ambitious stu-
dent can do likewise if he delves among the scales
planted along the banjo arm.

Scales on the banjo cannot be mastered without a
complete understanding of the whole fingerboard,
because every gamut, of two octaves, requires at least
one shift in position. C major, for example, can be
reached in the lower octave without moving the left
hand from the first position, but the second octave,
in its upper half, draws the hand into a higher posi-
tion.

The reason for this is that the three important
strings are tuned in thirds. If they were tuned in
fourths or fifths a wider range of fingering would be
given in each position, and the hand would naturally
reach more notes within a prescribed area. . Changes
in position are, therefore, necessary when a run of
two or more octaves is taken on the banjo, but this
apparent shortcoming is more than offset by the ad-
vantages gained. Tuned as it is the banjo enables
the performer to execute all chords with remarkable
ease, and it brings about a uniform system of scale

ipulation that is simplicity itself.

All keys on the banjo can be fingered alike. Fa-
mous players have their pet schemes for obtaining a
regular, unvaried sequence in that direction, each
method seeking a common fingering in every key.
The one shown here takes each scale in three positions
and has, for a basis, a continuous repetition of the
scale beginning with the open bass string.
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In playing the first scale, the open strings—1st,
2nd, and 5th,—could be employed but they are marked
closed in the example in order to establish the formula
for the other scales. Thus by shifting the left hand
and retaining the fingering, each fret on fhe bass
string becomes a keynote, and every scale along the
entire fingerboard is played and fingered the same.

Ned Clark used tﬂis method with extraordinary
facility in transposing music at sight; reading the
notes as printed, and changing the left hand to what-
ever position secured the desired key. His eyes read
the printed key while his fingers played in another key.

It must be understood we are not recommending
Clark’s unique mode of transposition; it is mentioned
here in order to show what an accommodating finger-
board we have, that can bring about such a result.
His model for uniformity in scale playing, however,
can be studied with much profit, for it simplifies the
scales and makes the key of six flats as easy to play
as any other key.

The banjo’s tuning offers another advantage pos-
sessed by no other instrument with a fretted board.
Every major triad, from the open third string up to
the highest position, can be secured by merely placing
a finger across the desired fret. The following dia-
gram illustrating this feature was, unfortunately,
made too small for comfortable study.

Major triads on the first three strings.

As the major triads shown here are all fingered
alike, it follows that a symmetrical mjder of fingering
occurs when such chords are made minor, augmented
or diminished; no matter what key we use, no matter
how high we go these chords pursue a cut-and-dried
formula that brings identical fingering in every key.

If we consider one of these major triads— as a tonic
chord, and play the domi and d t in
the same position, we find a similarity of fingering
extending throughout every key. The subject is an
interesting one and will be taken up later. In the
meantime let the student try and see if he can pyod_uce
a uniform system himself, for playing the principal
chords in every key.

THE HAWAIIAN STEEL GUITAR AND UKULELE
BY F. L. LITTIG

A great many leading teachers and players have taken up the
steel guitar and ukulele, and are welf pleased with the results
obtained, from both an artistic and financial standpoint.
Wherever these instruments are heard there is a_demand for
teachers and players. Joe Kekuku, one of the leading soloists,
and originator of the steel style of playing the guitar is one
of the busiest music teachers on the coast.

As any guitar can be used for steel guitar it is not necessary
to purchase a special instrument. The steel guitar, in solos and
duetts, will fill the place in vaudeville and concert work left
open by the banjo, which has been accepted as a legitimate and
necessary orchestra instrument. Like the violin the steel guitar
requires exactness in making single notes and chords. The
frets help some but are only necessary when fingers are used
with the steel.

The sweet, singing tone of the steel guitar appeals to all
music lovers. Even ‘‘ear-players’’ receive attention and some
music stores have engaged them to teach steel-guitar and
ukulele “‘by ear.”” A few have written methods. These are
gradually being replaced by legitimate teaching and writing.

The study of the steel guitar will help guitar and banjo play-
ers in general as it is absolutely necessary to strike the strings.
No pushing, pulling or rubbing the strings is tolerated by the
steel guitar.

I advise all steel players to read the article by Geo. L.
Lansing in the May number of the Crescendo, and apply the
exercises he explains for bound muscles to your left wrist. It
is very good and all should thank Mr. Lansing. A supple wrist
is necessary for steel playing as perfect oscillation means per-
fect tone.

The ukulele continues to increase in popularity, and as the
real merits become known for solo, ensemble and vocal accom-
paniment, it will be ”cef"d and used as muchi as any other
instrument. Many people can be seen carrying ukuleles in
Los Angeles and other coast cities. In fact some people are
never without them.

The possibilities of the ukulele are unlimited, it is easily
learned and has no superior for vocal accompaniment. It is

radually breaking into small clubs and orchestras and will be

ully appreciated in the future. Most everyone interested in
music, that has visited the coast in the last year carries one or
more ukuleles back east, when returning.

of the instrument, Read all the biographies you can
of the masters of the instrument. Get Mr. Bone’s
wonderful book, ‘‘The Guitar and Mandolin.”” No
student of guitar can afford to be without it. Play
the music of all the masters and good music that can
be found for your instrument. In this way you learn
the different styles of different writers. Subscribe
to all the magazines published which devote any space
to the guitar.

Be an individual in your work. Do not be a ‘‘copy
cat.”’ Imitators and imitations are never popular,
tho’ they may be a compliment to the thing imitated.

To be really great, you must be an individual, and
if you stop to think you will see that all the masters
have been individuals, and have not followed blindlg
in the paths of tradition. So part of your strengt
lies in breaking away from the conventions and ideas
akin to superstition, that are holding the mrediocre
today. No two real master musicians or artists of
any kind work just alike. Art cannot be measured
like so much mush. All deep spiritual things defy
the rule of two times two makes four, and yet, we
know they are more real than anything that can be
proven by mathematics.
