3. Can you name any works treating on the vibrato
for guitar?

Answers 1 and 2. At the present time it is perhaps
more difficult than any time in the history of the
guitar, to obtain the works of the old masters. Many
of them that are even catalogued are “‘out of print”
entirely, and have been for some time. Those that
are still obtainable on the other side are very difficult
to secure since the war, for it is very slow work to
import music in these days when all Europe is plunged
in war. Both Regondi and Ferranti published fewer
works than most of the old masters, Ferranti only ten,
and Regondi far less. If these compositions can be
obtained at all, they can be secured through Carl
Fischer, Cooper Square, New York City, G. Schirmer,
New York City, or Odell & Co., Boston. I have re-
cently heard from an imiporter that none of Ferranti’s
works are obtainable. Soperhaps the only chance you
would have to get any of this master’s works would
be on the chance that one of the houses above named
had a stray copy or so on their shelves. The writer
hﬂs a duplicate copy of one of Ferranti’s finest works,

It is a
wonderfully fine little instrument Mr. Bone tells me,
made most minutely in every particular. This model,
as before stated has the detachable neck, and it takes
but one minute to attach neck, with the exception of
the string being arranged. When fitted it has the
appearance of the ordinary model, but with the finger-
board over the table slightly raised. Mr. Bone has a
vast collection of instruments by the famous old
makers, and might dispose of some of them, tho’ I
do not know whether he would wish to part with this
particular model.
