WRESTLING WITH TWO NOTATIONS
By Thos. J. Armstrong

RREGULAR dnd wandering in the early stages
| of its career, the banjo is now settling down
#»| to a life of ease and affluence, with everybody
A= forcing things upon it. Perhaps it deserves
all this assiduous attention after so many long years
of doubt and anxiety. Anyway, the present excessive
development from over nourishment will not harm the
instrument, even though it acquires a double neck
and a hyphenated notation that retards the student’s
progress.

Banjoists are gojng hot foot after this derful

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combination:—‘‘A’" and ‘‘C Notation;’’ the mixture
being so alluring and easy to understand that chang-
ing from one notation to the other becomes a daily
pastime. Alfred A. Farland spoke the truth when
he declared: ‘‘Ten minutes study is all that’s re-
quired for a banjo player to comprehend C Notation.””

It is this extreme simplicity, however, that lures
many into wrong paths when they rush headlong at

both systems, for the danger of improper transposi-,

tion is great. If a show-down were given it would
reveal the fact that many players are transposing
their banjo instead of transposing the music. When
they read American musie, forinstance, they consider
the bass string as ‘‘A,”’ but when they read English
music this bass becomes ‘‘C”” with all the correspond-
ing changes for every fret and string. Nothing could
be worse than such a plan, no matter how attractive
itappears. The correct method for ‘‘A Notationists,”’
who still cling to the old school and want ‘‘C,” is to
transpose the music a minor third lower; altering the
banjo will eventually bring on confusion.

hen the clarinet player transposes he employs
two formulas: one calls for a change in clefs and the
other retains the clef but the music is read higher or
lower. In both of these methods the C on his clarinet
remains fixed - it is the music which he changes.
The American banjo player does just the opposite;
he reads the true notes in ‘‘C Notation,”” but ch

That the danger of this faulty transposition is not
exaggerated, can be easily recognized by examining a
few selections published recently in both forms. In
the quiet seclusion of his own office, the arranger has
trusted himself to arrange, ‘‘off hand,”” for each no-
tation, with the result that many chords, belonging
to one method, are found in the other, a state of
affairs that would be ludicrous if it were not so de-
ceiving for the student.

English players have little difficulty in reading ‘A
Notation’’ scores. By a mental change to the bass
clef the notes fit nicely, but American players have
no safe road except to lower ‘‘C Notation’” notes a
minor third. ;

Speaking of these terms, “‘C Notation’’ and “‘A
Notation,” they are indefinite and ungr ical
While all musicians would understand such phrases
as: ‘“‘Cornet in B flat,”” “‘Banjo in E flat,”” or “Banf'o
in C,”” the American nomenclature needs some quali-
fying phrase to make it intelligible, and should there-

A. If we call it C. we must be prepared to also read
it as B sharp and D double-flat, but if we name it A
we are required to also read it as G double-sharp and
B double-flat. Anyone can understand this in five
minutes, but the employment of such a keyboard,
with a dual notation system requiring half a dozen
permanent names for every note, will gently remove
1l:lhe player’s reading ability and land him in a mad-
