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A PLEA FOR NEW MUSIC 
By George L. Lansing 

fI OFTEN wish we had in the banjo world today 
a man like the late S. S. Stewart. From 1879 
until 1892 the instrument flourished as it never 
has before or since. Stewart was a man who 

pur,ued a very liberal policy in his business. At 
different times he kept a full page ad. running week 
after week in the New York Clipper covering an eD­
t ire page. The Stewart Banjo and Guitar Journal 
circulated all over the world. During those years 
nearly every city of prominence had 8 banjo club. The 
demand for Stewart banjos exceeded the output and 
there were many other manufacturers producing 
banjos exclusively: Fairbanks and Cole, Geo. C. Dob­
son, and L. B. Gatcomb of Boston, the Dobsons, James 
Morrison and others in New York, J . B. Schall of 
Chicago, Cbarles Morrill of San Francisco and the 
large houses of Ditson, Lyon & Healy, Thompson and 
Odell, and many more that I cannot recall . 

At that time there were thousands of compositions 
and arrangements issued for banjo. Publishers were 
willing and anxious to buy outright or pay a royalty 
(or banjo compositions. They frequently received 
orders for five hundred copies of a certain piece at a 
time. 

When the "Georgia Campmeeting" Cake Walk was 
popular, I saw one thousand copies for banjo delivered 
to a dealer in this city. Today if I desire a piece of 
banjo music that is published outside of Boston, the 
chances are that any dealer would be obliged to order 
it. 

Clifford Essex of London, is doubtless the most pr<>­
Iific publisher of banjo music today. His generous 
policy of issuing the pieces in both C and A notation 
deserves the patronage of every banjo player . H. F. 
Odell & Co. has started in to do the same and I trust 
that the sales will prove the experiment a wise one. 

There are a great many banjoists in this country 
who will never send for a new composition until they 
have heard it played. claiming they do not propose 
spending their good money for music that may not 
interest them.. That principle is e."cellent when buy­
Ing staple artIcles but banro musIc today cannot be 
classed as such. Considering the very small output, 
one can easily afford to send for all they see adver­
tised by reputable publishers. If we ever expect to 
bring the banjo li terature back to the condition of 
twenty years ago, we must encourage the publishers. 
No music house issues a worthless piece of music if 
they know it. 

Did you ever stop and consider what it means to 
publish a composition? The piece, if bought outright, 
is the firs,t ex pense. Engraving the plates comes 
next, then printing and advertising. Knowing this, 
do you think you should complain if you occasionally 

happen to spend fifteen or twenty cents for a piece 
that may not particularly interest you? 

How often we hear a person say, after running a 
piece through that strikes their fancy, "That is worth 
three times what it cost." If such is the case why 
not consider yourself . ahead of the game. You are 
sure to get more good pieces than poor ones in the 
long run. Convince the publishers that you wi ll buy 
their products and they will give you all you .desire.

What are the advantages, if any, fro", the raised 

fingerboard regarding tone, etc. ? 
What i8 1M proper height of strings on raised jinyer­

board and on regutationjingerboard? 
What size banjo i8 the best with piano? 
Answer. The advantage of a raised fingerboard is 

that it is necessary where a very high bridge is used. 
The high bridge means more pressure on the strings, 
therefore a louder tone. The proper height of the 
strings is in. either with raised fingerboard or with 
regular one. The larger banjo is best with piano if 
one can play it, for the reason that a large head and 
long neck, tuned to C has more resistance, therefore 
more tone. I find an eleven inch rim with twenty 
inch fingerboard satisfactory.

mit goods to be, sold to customers whose accounts are 
overdue. Among the firms themselves it is customary 
to invariably pay the amounts due on statements with­
in 30 days or a less time, according to the rule of the 
house, hut the music teachers neglect these rules and 
let the little accounts run, thus injuring their credit. 

We suggest to teachers or players when they re­
ceive a statement dated the first of the month from 
any house, to make a point of paying that statement 
within 10 days after it is received. It is good busi­
ness, It makes for business efficiency, It makes the 
teacher's and player's credit so good that they can 
buy from any firm without question. Don't neglect 
the small bills, pay them promptly with stamps or 
money orders. 

We have often thought it would be an excellent idea 
if there could bea way devised by which the American 
Guild could examine into the credit of teachers belore 
they are admitted to ·profe88ional membership and 
would suggest that at the coming convention, it might 
be a good idea for the Guild to consider, Hitherto 
only the musical knowledge of a teacher has been con­
sidered in the Guild. Nothing has ever been said of 
whether a teacher is paying hi. bills or not, and from 
the business side of music, it would Beem advisable 
that a musical organization should include in its 
membership only those whose credit is good with all 
houses. 

The Editor of our esteemed contemporary attempts 
to show how he can read In more clefs than we can 
and turns it very cleverly into an advertisement for 
the so called universal notation. We referred to the 
different tunings and different notations which ac­
tually exist in our fraternity not the "joke" notations 
to which he refers, 

May we suggest to the Editor ol our contemporary 
that he attempt to play " Down Deep Within the 
CeJlar." if he hasn't done so, in the so called universal 
notation using the diversity ol clefs which that nota· 
tion calls for, We have already asked two or three 
musicians to do this and they haven't recovered yet. 

Speaking of notstion, Mr, Holt and another teacher 
of Washington, Mr. B. W. DeLoss, have brought up 
two very important points in letters in our contem­
porary and we shall have something to say about 
these points in the next CRESCENDO.
