THE TENOR BANJO 
By G. L. Lansing 

IlHE banjo tuned to A, D, G, C, which corres­
ponds to the tenor mandola, or viola, seems to 
be the best instruments for dance orchestras. 
The tone quality is much more like that of the 

banjo than the tone of the mandolin-banjo. It is also 
much easier to play. Reading from first violin parts, 
the player must read an octave lower than they are 
written which is not difficult. Those who now read 
mandala in the so·called univeraal notation will play 
the tenor banjo easily if they can eliminate the bar 
from the clef, for I doubt if "Bunty" can pull the 
string hard enough to induce publishers of orchestra 
music to disfigure the G clef. 

CO-OPE RATION 
A concert nowadays to be financially successful, 

must be given under the auspices of a Lodge, Society 
or Church. If teachers, instead of opposing each 

help the general mandolin, banjo and guitar business, 
incidentally enlarging their classes. 

Years ago, in one of the largest cities known at the 
time as the home of the banjo, there were forty or 
more teachera who hardly spoke to each other when 
they met. A prominent banjo manufacturer under­
took to give a Grand Banjo Concert, expecting every 
teacher to help by selling tickets, contributing playera 
and talking up the affair. I happened to call at his 
office one day before the concert was given and he 
told me he was having all sorts of bother with the 
local teachcra. This one wanted his name to appear 
fira t on the program. another thought he should pre­
sent him with a banjo for his efforts in behalf of the 
concert. Not one of them would allow his club to 
open or close the show. 

J ust think of it. here was a broad minded manu­
facturer, taking all the risk in an affair which was 
bound to benefit every teacher in the city and instead 
of helping him cheerfully, nearly everyone of them 
pulled against him. 

At the concerts given in this city March 28 and 
April Srd, to packed houses, much of the success was 
due to the teachera who co·operated with the managera 
in selling tickets, contributing playera to the grand 
orchestra and boosting the affair in every way possible. 

I received a letter recently from a well known ban­
joist, asking if the mandolin-banjo made a good lead 
in a concert banjo number. As the letter was a per­
sonal one regarding several matters, I replied by 
letter. The matter relating to the use of a mandolin­
banjo in a concert number may be of some interest to 
CRESCENDO read era for no doubt many have been con-

fronted by the same question. My experience with 
the instrument, both in dance and concert orchestras, 
leads me to believe that it should have no place on a 
concert program. It does Dot possess the musical 
quality of either the mandolin or the banjo.

Ana",er. 1. Some guitar-banjo players read from 
piano parts, others from second violin parts. 

2. The regular banjo player can read from 1st 
violin parts or from cello or trombone parts, if he 
knows his business. It depends on which part in the 
orchestra needs to be strengthened. 

s. I presume the writer means a tenor-banjo when 
using the term "tango-banjo." Most tenor-banjo 
players read from 1st violin parts as mentioned in the 
firat part of my article. Regarding the mandolin­
banjo. it is better to put the violin parts down an 
octave when they run very high on account of the 
tone quality.
