primary or fundamental prmclples of harmony which
may be easily understood, leaving out as much as
possible the confusing technical terms. This has been
done and now if the student wishes to continue the
study, he should procure several of the best methods
by well known writers and although many points will
be found to be treated with different technical terms,
he will easily find their application and that the
principles are practically the same. The first four
rules, Inversions, Modulations, Suspensions and the
Chord of the Minor Ninth are the principal points to
study and continue to study without end for there is
always something more to learn.
