plained to them that the selection which was on the
program was in error, or that I would substitute an-
other piece in its stead by *‘ Special Request.”” My
look of wisdom combined with a logical reason for the
change caused the matter to pass without comment
but I knew in my heart that I was one of the most
gigantic liars ever let live for I dared not tell the
audience that the piece substituted was the only one
. that I could recall to memory at that time. Many are
the others who have met the same *‘ Jinx ’’ but being
honest or with no ammunition left, as they had per-
haps had only one or two pieces in store which they
had memorized, they were forced to be branded with
‘‘ Stage Fright ’” and retire, never again to shine as a
public performer.,

I profited by my experiences and resolved to take
steps to prevent a repetition in the years to come. In
each case I had either forgotten the tune or the hands
had gone on a strike as did the young lady’s I knew
that once one has forgotten a thing it seldom returns,
unless perhaps by a miracle it might again visit the
realm of memory and I could but curse myself for
forgetting at a critical time. Therefore, ever after
when I was to play in public I took particular pains
to be sure that I really had my selections memorized.
I would work on those certain pieces and nothing but
them, for a week or more prior to the event. When
I thought I had perfected myself after playing them
several dozens of times, I would then start over and
do it some more and keep at it, and I am glad to say
that I have never been afflicted with the demon *‘For-
getfulness’’ since.

Perhaps another cause of lapse of memory of one or
more of the three forces is due to ‘‘Procrastination,
the thief of time.”” One is apt to delude themselves
into the thought, *‘ Oh, I will get that to-morrow’’ and
to-morrow something interferes and it is again put
off until the first thing he knows the ‘‘ Rapids are be-
low him.”” Then anticipation of possibly forgetting
at the critical moment becomes so great that he be-
comes a victim of his own hallucination and hysteria
superinduced by too much thinking over his guilty
neglect in practice, and he forgets just as he thought
that he might but hoped that he would no

We none of us can exp ct to cut cross lots or evade
necessary practice and attain results in music. No
one else will furnish the brains and ability for us, the
only purchasing power is in our own sincere, diligent
and unremitting efforts conscientious detail work
in all branches of music e wish to Some

of us never could, nor would all the practice in the
world create a factor we do not possess, that of
‘““Memory,”” and ‘‘Musical Temperament’’ both of
which are gifts from the Almighty, inherited ; but
those lacking this divine trait or sense may make good
ordinary performers, although it is never safe for
them to leave their music far out of reach when play-
ing in public or for friends I would not by this little
article discourage anyone who desires to enjoy the
pleasure of learning to master any one of the instru-
ments. Rather, I would encourage everyone to make
a friend of some one instrument, for in music one can
find sympathy and hope when all else fails.

technique to hold the thumbs up and the fourth finger
downward. If the player is the possessor of a short
thumb, in the passages just referred to, it is difficult
to secure distance when crossing under and in order
to obtain exactness, he is obliged to reach lower with
the fourth finger in order to make the desired spread.
This action necessarily lowers the thumb—there is no
other logical reason for playing with a lowered thumb
position.
