THE TENOR-BANJO, A FIXTURE
By Geo. L. Lansing

ITHOUT doubt the tenor-banjo is now consid-
ered the best instrument of the banjo family
for playing lead in dance orchestras. Few
mandolin-banjos will be in evidence this

winter. So far as the regular banjo is concerned, it
has been found that its peculiar tuning renders it very
difficult for the performance of melody parts in the
orchestra. However it is capable of great versatility
in the hands of an expert.

In an orchestra of three pieces, tenor-banjo, regular
banjo and piano, cello parts played on the banjo, are
very effective. This also holds good when drums are
added. Inlarger binations, where sax
cellos are used, the banjoist can do no better than to
play from the piano score.

Of course this necessitates reading in both treble
and bass clefs which ought not to be difficult for a
banjoist who plays both notations.

To utilize the regular banjo, one should be able to
improvise parts from the harmony, filling in counter
melodies, ragging, ete.

Another instrument that is seldom mentioned, but
is very useful, is the guitar-banjo, especially when no
piano is used. The performer plays the piano part.

MEN WHO MADE THE BANJO FAMOUS

I came to Boston in 1878 and vividly recall the per-
formances of Horace Weston (colored), the Bohee
Brothers, (also colored), Geo. Powers, E. M. Hall,
Edwin French and John M. Turner, all of whom
played either in minstrel companies or on the variety
stage. In those days, the banjo act was usually the
““ big hit’’ of the show, and the names of the perform-
ers were as well known in the community as those of
well known actors. These men not only played all
over the United States but most of them appeared in
England also.

Following these came Wm. A. Huntley, Ruby
Brooks, John Lee and others who raised the standard
of music. Huntley’s compositions were the rage for
years. Ruby Brooks was known to all New Yorkers
and his name became famous everywhere among ad-
mirers of the banjo.

About the year 1885 banjo clubs became popular.
The first college clubs were formed about that time
and have continued ever 8ince at Yale, Harvard and
the Massachusetts Institute of Technology. Lecture
Bureaus began using local banjo clubs and in 1887 the
Boston Ideals took their first long tour going out for
twenty weeks. They made trips every year there-
after for twelve years, some seasons remaining on
the road for thirty-five weeks and playing from Quebec
to San Diego and from Vancouver to Jacksonville,
Fla., covering the country like a network. The Im-

perial Quartet and Euterpe Club were also on the road
during these years.

From 1888 to 1895 several remarkable banJmsts
made their appearance, A. A. Farland, Fred Bacon,
Thomas E. Glynn, Fred Stuber, and Vess. L. Ossman,
Most of these are well known to the present generation
either as players or composers. All of these men made
their reputations as finger players. Parke Hunter
made a wonderful success in England about this time
and no doubt did much to popularize the instrument
in that country.

Of late most stage players use either a plectrum or
thimble with the result that audiences hear more noise
than musie.

Please elpla.m the advantages of banjo plat/mJ with
picks over the finger?

Answer. These picks cover the tips of the firstand
second fingers and a thumb pick is used also. The
only advantage so far as I can judge is that by using
them, one can get a louder tone but must sacrifice
quality for it. The method remains to be demon-
strated.

What strings do you advise using to tune banjo to
A, D, G, C, tenor banjo?

Answer. The regular mandola strings can be used
but most dance players who use the tenor-banjo prefer
a wire banjo, 2nd, for the first or A string, a guitar B
or 2d for the second or D string, a banjo 4th for the
third or G string and a special string about the size of
a regular mandola G for the 4th or C string.
