AROUND THE TONE CIRCUIT 

By Thos. J. Armstrong 

_ HEN the various forms and methods of banjo 
playing are demonstrated in regular order, 
and a careful analysis made of the resultant 
changes in tone, we become more and more 

impreased with this little instrument's versatility 
and its aptness in delivering a wide medley of voices. 

* And these impressions are upheld if a comparison be 
made witb the flute, an instrument which has a very 
uDyieldingand inflexible voice. Musical soundJcom­
ing from the flute are praetieally ehangeless in quality 
no matter how soft or loud. high or low, it sings. For 
this reason both the flute and pieeolo are extremely 
lacking in expression. 

Everybody aeknowledges the banjo ean be played 
with some degree of expression ; even the violinists 
admit that. Musieians also know that musieal senti­
ment embodies many things, among which "tone 
variation" plays an important part. We can rest 
assured, then, that within this expressive ZODe our 
national i.nstrument is quite at home ; in fact its posi­
tion in that field is an enviable one. 

The diversified tonal changes on tap and ready to 
be drawn from a banjo are surprising. We might 
with propriety call them "girdles" or "voice cir­
cuits," for their character depends on the style or 
mode of execution in one direction, while, at the Bame 
time, alterations in another direction are secured by 
simple manipulations and shifts of the right or left 
hand. 

Finger playing exhibits many beautifulexamp'les in 
tone variation by merely sbifting the left hand.. A 
note on the third string at tbe 7th fret, for instanee, 
is more mellow than the acute sound of the open first 
string even though the piteh is identical, while this 
same note heard at the 14th fret of the bass string 
becomes vague and reserved. 

A tremolo movement eon fined to the third and 
fourth strings gives a perfeet reproduetion of the 
'cello voice ; chords on all strings played in arpeggio 
above the 12th fret give the harp e/feet when the 
righ t hand is moved toward the fi ngerboard ; delieate 
staeeato passages in higher positions, when heard 
with the mute attaehed. eannot be told from a music 
box; and if the mute is removed and we come down 
to our first position, we obtain a voice that no other 
instrument can successfully imitate-the banjo' voice. 
These and similar effeets are within easy reaeh of the 
finlter Ilerformer. 

Great, indeed, is the transformation when the old 
.troke and thimble form is employed, for this type 
gives a rolliekincr, boisterous tinge that eannot be 
eon9idered mellifluous, although it reveals an inter­
esting ph ..... in the banjo's early life. Slam, bang, 

thump and pull are the main feature. here-the tones 
appearing to eome from the head instead of the 
strings. 

Thimble playing, as used to·day, aims for a more 
tuneful result, beeause it eopies the general plan of 
finger manipulation. Three thimbles are required 
and their use gives a sharp, crisp tone that can 
readily be distinguished from ordinary playing. 

The pleetrum style, an uffshoot from our Mandolin 
section, is rapidly gaining in favor, because with this 
mode the best features in all systems ean be dupli­
cated, more volume of tone secured with less effort 
and the sustaining power for chords and single notes 
kept under complete control. Moreover, every turn 
and curvein expression can be produced including the 
extended ereseendo, diminuendo and the tremolo with 
accompaniment. . 

Pleetrum tones are greatly affeeted by the size of 
the banjo head and arm or neek, a small hesd and 
long neek being nearly .as bad as a large held and 
short neck. Pieeolo banjos and banjeaurines 10ge all 
their good qualities when played with a piek, their 
tones beeoming somewhat rasping eompared with 
finger work. 

For this reason there seems to be a " happy me­
dium" between a piccolo 'banjo and a bass banjo for 
obtaining the best pleetrum voiee, and this "half­
way" ground can be found in a regular size banjo 
tuned at the usual piteh: 

Finger, thimble and pleetrum playing, as described, 
bave their respecti ve followen, but the dividing line 
between eaeh group is gradually disappearing. It 
used to be the eustom for eaeh set to ridieule and 
sneer at the others ; in fact communication between 
them was generally brief and full of sareasm. Th'fngs 
are different now, however, for it is seen that these 
various methods, linked in union, display the banjo's 
remarkable versatility, that they merge the aeattered 
tones into a convenient circuit and that this tone cir­
euit is at the ready eommand of the modern banjoist.

Let' s call these extremely popular instruments by 
their real names and save confusion , and also may 
we suggest that everyone spell the word "u kulele" 
and not "ukAlele" as we frequ ently see it.

executed. I have not found this adjustment at all 
satisfactory. as the tempo is too rapid, and interferes 
with that feeling and sentiment which distinguishes 
a piece of tlhis character. Personally, after experi. ~ 
menting a great deal. I find that with the .liding 
weight placed at 84. and the pull.out bar at figure 6. 
and counting six-eighths to a measure instead of three~ 
quarters, 88 with the above~mentioned settings, an 
easier and more comprehensive understanding of the 
speed wilt result. Also. it must be understood that. 
88 a general rule. only the approximate speed is indi­
cated by a metronome, and in the same piece it oftfn 
varies. To play the .. Sextet" at the -Bame speed 
throughout is to destroy its character and reduce it to 
the commonplace.
