New York City,
Editor “The Crescendo:”

Noting your August editorial in reference to the
use of the harmonic sign, or diamond-shaped note,
to designate a muffled string, inasmuch as I am the
only arranger thus far (to my knowledge) to use
the sign for this purpose, will you allow me a word
of explanation as to why I adopted this sign?

I do not recall having seen the use of the muffled
string in printed music, with the exception of two
instances, one of which used no sign except an
asterisk, callmg attention to a footnote explaining
that the string was to be muffled, while the other
instance uses no signs whatever, not even fingering,
in connection with the note or notes, but by means
of a diagram underneath shows, by means of an
“x,” that the first string is to be muffled, not, how-
ever, telling which finger to use for the purpose.

My purpose in making use of the harmonic sign
was to indicate the process used, so far as the left
hand is concerned, is exactly the same as that used
in making the harmonics—that is to say, one of the
fingers touches the string lightly but does not press
it down to the fret. Moreover, in the publications
in which this sign appears, lest there should be some
misunderstanding as to its meaning, there is always
a footnote explaining its use, or, as in the case of
the Remick Folio, an explanation given in the in-
troductory matter at the beginning.

While no arbitrary claims are made as to the cor-
rectness of its use in this connection, I trust this
will explain my reason for its introduction, and 1
shall appreciate it if you will give this explanation
space in your valued magazine.
