There are no classes or grades

tioned (that in E. Minor) are special tunings, and,
as such, restrict chord construction, and conse-
quently limit one’s performance. Again, players do
not always confine themselves strictly to any of the
above tunings, but will sometimes change the tun-
ing of one or more strings to suit their own fancy,
as for instance, tuning the G string to G# in the E
Minor tuning, the bass E to C in the G tuning, the
C# to C#the A tuning and similar modifications in

other keys and tunings.

And again, it is, of course,

possible to tune to any key, Major or Minor, but

those I have given are the usual ones.
