COMING BACK. 

By G. L. Lansing. 

• 

HE guitar style of banjo playing is steadi­
ly increasing in favo r. The numerous appli­
cations for lessons this season remind one of 
the good old days of the nineties when the 

instrument was in its great wave of popularity. Many 
who have learned to play with the plectrum have 
found it very unsatisfactory in the following re­
spect: when they attempted to play from a published 
song part, it was found that the music sounded an 
octave lower than written, which grew to be mon­
otonous and, when attempting to raise it to t he 
proper pitch, many diff iculties were encou ntered. 

To playa banjo above the fifth fret, in other 
words to. execute in the positions with a plectrum, 
requires a great amount of practic:e, especially if one 
desired to read and play at sight. This is the reason 
why the tenor-banjo came into vogue. Being tuned 
in perfect fifths, it was much easier to manipulate. 
However, no real admirer of tne banjo cares for the 
tenor. ' 

Played with the fingers, the banjo is one of the 
most versati le of musical instruments, but, so far l 

few players have developed it in this respect. One 
performer may excel in rapid ex another in 
t remolo style of playing, but nreiy do we find a 
ban10ist who has mastered all styles of finger play­
ing. 

J have been asked repeatedly if the reason for 
changing the notation to C, where t he banjo is tuned 
was to enable players to read from piano music. 
While one can do this to a certain extent, that was 
not the reason for making the change. It was done 
to bring about a uniform system of reading and to 
interchange our music with that of foreign pub­
lishers, all of whom issue their music in C notation . 

A prospective pupil not long ago asked me if the 
banjo required music especially arranged for it. 
It certainly does as all bthel' instruments do. A pian­
ist requires music arranged for the piano, a cornet­
ist desires a cornet part and so on. 'Vhy should an

I am not sure whether he tunes the lowest 
string to E or F. As banjo music is published foJ' 
the instrument with five strings, C being the lowest, 
it cannot be played on the six-string banjo, MURic 
would have to be nrranged espccinlly for the InUer 
instrument.

Answer. A steel first string eRn be used qu ite sat­
isfactorily, but personally I never use one if J ean 
get one made of silk, and up to the present time 1 
have had no difficulty in obtaining good silk 
strings. If one uses the finger tremolo, the tone 
quality from the wire string will be found unsatis­
factory. In staccato work it is not as bad.
