HOW TUNING AFFECTS THE DUO STYLE.
By Thos. J. Armstrong.

MATEUR musicians often wonder why

chords on a regular banjo are easier to play

than those on a mandolin banjo. 'They know

that almost any cluster of notes can be se-

-

cured on the five-string instrument and sounded in

unison, while those same notes are extremely diffi-
cult and often impossible on the little four-string af-

fair. The reason can be found in the different
methods of tuning each instrument. A regular
banjo is tuned so that its principal strings sound
a complete chord or triad, while the mandolin ban-
jo follows the violin tuning in fifths, thus causing
a larger interval of sound between the strings.

In chord construction the triad constitutes the
basis of all harmony. When the notes of a triad are
close together like G, B, D, they are termed “close
harmony,” but if they were placed so that the notes
read G, D, B,—the notes are farther apart, and the
chord is termed “open harmony.”

It becomes evident, then, that on an instrument
tuned like a regular banjo close harmony adapts it-
self to the strings and open harmony does not,
while on a mandolin banjo, or any instrument tuned
in fifths, the reverse conditions prevail.

Open harmony is more beautiful and richer than
close harmony, but it is harder to write than close
harmony, especially when confined to the compass
of only four strings. When open harmony is writ-
ten for piano or organ, the arranger can place the
notes in their true register so that the movement of

stances, like the mandolin, they are not always cor-
rect. If, however, the notes of the various chords
are kept together no difficulty will be experienced
in moving each voice in every chord quite freely
and melodiously.

The incomplex tuning of a regular banjo enables
us to secure all chords in their various positions, no
matter whether they are major, minor, augmented
or diminished, with a smoothness of fingering that
seems remarkable.  Moreover, a satisfactory bass
can be taken for each chord, because the fourth
string lays just right for that important note.

Tuning one of the A strings a major third higher or
a minor third lower helps in securing a missing
voice running through a theme. The D strings are
often similarly treated with good results.

On a regular banjo with its 1st, 2nd, and 3rd
strings tuned to form a major triad, the playing of
all chords in close harmony becomes a very simpl¢
and easy proposition, whereas open harmony calls
for an awkward and unhandy sequence in the fing-
ering. For this reason close harmony generally
prevails even in a four-voice chord, consisting of
soprano, alto, tenor and bass. Whenever the har-
mony is dispersed it will be found that the lower
notes are taken on open strings, and in such in-
