and last eighth note with a single down stroke. Study this
very carefully and mark strokes with a pencil as directed and
you will have the genuine Jazz movement. Remember in all
double strokes the first of each two strokes is three times
the length of the second. I do not favor turning all music
into Jazz movements, but it may be done if the Flayer wishes
to transgress the style and meaning given the selection by the
composer. In my next article I shall give several more
strokes and explain how to handle other forms of syncopated
time.
