Play snappy
musm, but play it as it is written. If it is ragtime,

good, snappy, vigorous rag, but don’t try to
ma e it any more rag than you find on the music.
Give your audiences a good piece of music cccasion-
ally, just for a change, if nothing else.

made, while at other times the retaining of the position (or a
change) would seem to be so obvious that it is unnecessary to
indicate it. Would you suggest any definite rule in the matter?
I am also in accord with your views as to the use of the third
finger in preference to the second in cases like the G chord made
at the seventh bar. e exceptions to this would be in cases
where the third finger might be needed suddenly on another
string, in which case the second would be preferable for the
middie note of the chord.
