II may be of InleresL lo .Lhe readers of lbls deparL­
ment jf I relate an experience with a pupil who has 
been with me for the pasllhree seasons. The young 
lady was naturally very talented and ambltious. 
A friend had presented her with a mandolin-banjo 
which she slarled wiLh. I frequently accompanied 
her wilh my banjo, some limes playing wilh lbe 
fingers. and at other times with a plectrum. The 
greaLer breadlh of lone in lhe banjo appealed lo\her 
and before the season ended she procured an instru· 
menL and began Lo play wiLh lhe pick. Having 
developed a flexible wrist, and striving for musical 
effects rather than noise. she soon learned to play 
remarkably well. Many of her solos were of the 
ceUo Lype, played on Lhe lhird and fourLh slrings in 
legato style. Observing my accompaniments, which 
I . invariably played wlLh lhe fingers, sh .. was aL­
liacLed Lo LhaL melhod of play/ng, remarking lhal 
'lit would make an admirable accompaniment for 
singing." Naturally, I encouraged the idea, and it 

. was oot long before she sang several pop-ular songs 
to banjo accompaniment played witb.,the fingers. 
She also learned to play several characteristic solos. 
such 'as EnD's "March ImprompLu," "Old Folks 
at Home" one or two minor jigs, etc. 

FinaUy one day I played Hdu'ser's "Cradle Song" 
in finger tremolo style, which impressed her as being

Needless to say, the young lady was soon 
practicing the finger tremolo with great enthusiasm.
