MANDO-BASS PARTS
By James H. Johnstone

The printing of mando-bass parts by the publishers has never
been a yery profitable investment and T am offering a suggestion
that will somewhat improve matters. It is this: on the guitar
accompaniment, all the notes for the guitar have the stems
pointing up and that the bass notes, which would be played by
the mando-bass, have an extra stem pointing down. Where
rests occur, a doukle set could be used, one for the guitar part
and one for the mando-bass.

Of course by this method the mando-bass part would be in the
treble clef. We know that the notes of the guitar sound one
octave below where written and that the mando-bass notes would
sound two octaves below where written. A notati
printed at the bottom of the page of the guitar accompani
i:xplmmng the reading and pitch for the guitar and for the mando-
bass.

For mando-bass players using the bass c
could be issued in nmnuscnpl for 25 cents net.

(io is much too powerful an instrument to be
usc in a mandolin orchestra. It is not the right
tone-color and it sticks out “like a sore thumb.”
The place for mandolin-banjos and tenor banjos and
other instruments of the banjo family is in the banjo
orchestra. Now is the time to revive the banjo
orchestra, using the newer instruments — mandolin-
banjos, tenor banjos, cello-banjos, guitar-banjos and
regular banjos — with guitars and piano for aceom-
paniment, and playing mandolin orchestra music.
There we have a_splendid banjo-tone combination
and one that musically has a good balance, but you
cannot mix up the new banjo family of instruments
in the mandolin orchestra and get the proper results.
We really expect to see this new banjo organization
come into being during the coming year. A great
effect could be obtained in a mandolin orchestra if
the members could afford to have two sets of instru-
ments, playing the higher class or softer numbers on
mandolins, and the brighter numbers, like marches,
on the banjos. This would give two distinct com-
binations in one.

We are not opposed to the tenor banjo or other
instruments of that family when properly used.
For dance work they are unexcelled, {;ul the idea of
mixing up these instruments in the mandolin or-
chestra we are opposed to, simply because, from a
musical standpoint, they do not l)}en(l or fit.

It is the real mandolin orchestra with the instru-
mentation mentioned above that is making our
industry so successful. It is all right to say we
ought to have different tone-color, but we probably
never will in the mandolin orchestra, except by the
addition of the legitimate orchestra instruments.
So let us boost the regular mandolin orchestra.
leaving out these other instrumients-shich do not
fit, and if we desire to use combinations of other
instruments, let us make up new combinations, such
as the banjo orchestra or the Hawaiian orchestra.
Frequently, in the mandolin orchestras, players will
be found who can double on the other instruments,
and there is no reason in the world why all these
combinations cannot appear on the same program;
but if we group the instruments according Lo their
tone-color and musical powers, we will have better
results than we will by mixing up any old instru-
ments that happen to come handy.

Solo “playing is all right; quartette playing is a
little more interesting than solo playing: but on
account of the social side of the mandolin orchestra,
where a lot of players meet together weekly for
rehearsals, that is the organization to which more
attention should be given because in that lies -the
future success*of the entire industry.

In a town or city, if a brass band is formed, they
use only instruments common to that organization.
If an orchestra is formed, they use orchestral in-
struments only, but of late, when a mandolin orches-
tra is formed, it has become a habit to add any kind
of an instrument that anyone in the town can play.
That does not tend to success. If you want to form
a lin orchestra, get mandolin orehestra in-
