able for sounding-boards, the best eight or ten are
selected according to grain and other wood-lore for
the mast expensive instruments, Then the cost of
ornamentation, manufacture, ete., is ascertained and
the price fixed accordingly.

Another selection is now made from the rough
sounding-boards and these enter into the manufac-
ture of a lower-grade instrument.

In this fashion the manufacturer is enabled to es-
timate in advance the cost of the instrument, and

- does not trust exclusively to the voice of the finished
mandolin for setting the price. We might add that
in the manufaclure of specially high- [.mdo fiddles
much care is exercised and.no pains spared to pro-
cure the finest material possible. Our previous
description ‘of fiddle-making covers only the manu-
facture of ordinary commercial instruments.
