If the banjo is held in the proper manner, bars and
pnslllons fnqcrcd properly, I say it's an easy manner_to read
at sight. oing away with positions, bars, elc., in banjo music
would be a slcp%)urkwnrd\ for the banjo. I realize most players
recognize the terms which are indeed a great help to the best
of us and encouraging in every respect to the amateur. '

I trust this suggestion will' help some, as I feel sure it will.
