For this style of playing up to now. Regarding the 
finger solos, we have had very few this seaSon, which 
is unfortunate, as the banjo has been steadily increas­
ing in popularit.y for the past two years. Most of 
those who begin wi th lhe pleclrum desire to pia v 
with lhe fingers also, and it 'would seem as though 
publishers cou ld safely venture lo ge t ou t more 
seleclions. 

I have berore me several lellers addressed to the 
f\ound T able asking for solos to be played with plec­
trum. One or these implies th at there arc I)ienty of 
such solos, and the writer desires the Round Table 
to suggest some of the best. \Ve would gludly do so, 
bu t cannot name more than a dozen solos, good, uad, 
or indifferent. that have 'ever been issued this way. 

How to get publishers to again consider the banjO 
is quite a question. They certainly would be ready 
and willing to do so if they could be induced to believe 
they could sell their output. If players ca nnot ou­
tain new music lhey 3re bound to lose interest , 
sooner or later .. and turn to some 
I know of several already who have't1lken up man­
dolin-banjo on account of being able to play from 
piano songs. Let us hOI)e that more favorable con­
ditions will soon be brought about in regard to gel­
ting plenty of new music.

Answer. In using lhe plectrum one can play 
cit-her UI) or down stroke and tremolo, but lhe old 
thimble method admilled only of stroking in one 
direction as the thimble consis ted of a piece of metal 
shaped to substitute the nail of the first linger. This 
sty'"le of playing was vcry efTective on marches and 
2/ 4 movements. \..

Al the present time it is almost impos­
sible to get gut strings. T.here is no doubt but gut 

strings give a much beller tone thaD any olhers ir 
one can gel hold of good ones. Silk strings are 
usually truer than gut , and are nbl hard to obLain.
