In this “fast” age, it is difficult
to find many people (especially among the younger generation),
who will put in hours n} praclice in order {o become good per-
formers on a musical instrument, especially the guitar. The
reason is, there are so many mechanical instruments like the
t g and player-p these days that require abso-
Iulel\ no ability or el ort to play.

In spite of lllc:»e conditions, I hope interest in the mandolin
and guitar will revive. I have had to quit teaching profession-
ally for lack of pupils, but I still do love my old guitar and teack
on the side. Like the harp, the guitar makes a most excellent
accompaniment to the voi AL a recent concert here I sang
two old favorite son, pla; ng my own guitar accompaniments,
making a big hit.
