A REVIEW OF THE PAST
By George L. Lansing

N most of my articles I have purposely re-
frained from referring to the past, believing
it is better to look forward constantly with
a view. of improving conditions. In this
issue of the CRESCENDO, at the suggestion of the
Editor, I shall depart from my policy and treat my
subject retrospectively. In the recent -death of
Edward Dobson of New York there passed from life
one of a famous family. The Dobson Brothers,
from about 1870 to*1885, had as much to.do with
keeping up the interest in the banjo as-anyone.
As performers, teachers and manufacturers their
names were household words wherever the instru-
ment was known. Personally I knew Mr. George
C. Dobson of Boston better than any of the other
When I came to Boston in 1878 Mr.

son’s studio and’ salesrooms were located on
Washington Street near Dover Street, at that time
an aristocratic section of the city. For several years
he had the field practically to himself, doing a fine
business. He invested in real estate and retired
several years ago.

It may interest the reader to know the method
used in teaching the banjo in the early days of the
Most of the teachers wrote the lessons
on blank music paper. The five lines of the staff
represented the five strings of the banjo. A whole
note written upon a given line showed that the string
was to be played open. A black note on the second
line indicated that the second string was to be closed
at the fret indicated by a figure written alongside
of the note. Various signs were written to indicate
the time, such as slurs, straight lines, etc. The fact,
however, that the pupil was usually taught to play
tunes that he coulg whistle and already knew, ren-
dered it quite unnecessary to indicate the time.

George C. Dobson published a method called
Dobson’s Simplified Method for the Banjo, written
in the manner just mentioned. I remember, how-
ever, that Mr. Dobson usually advised a puf)il to
study by musical notation from his method published
by the White-Smith Music Company. In 1880 Mr.
George C. Dobson was probably as finea performer
as could be found anywhere. He always received a
large fee for playing and appeared frequently in con-
certs in Boston and elsewhere. .

. Many who read this article will recall the discus-
sion a few years ago regarding C and A notation.
About 1880 a similar discussion took place regard-
ing raised frets, the banjo up to that time having
been made without fréts except inlaid pieces of wood
called frets put in level with the fingerboard. The
Dobsons were amopg the first to adyocate using

raised frets like those on the guitar. E. M. Hall,
Horace Weston, George Powers, P. C. Shortis,
and other well-known players at that time, made
their reputations on banjos that were unfretted.
Mr. Shortis, who is still living, continues to use one
of those banjos and can charm any audience with
his particular style of work.

This article would be incomplete if I failed to
mention Mr. Frank B. Converse of New York, a
gentleman of education and refinement who was the
first person to raise the musical standard of the
instrument. His method, so far as I have observeds
was the first one issued that was musically-correct.
Mr. Converse had a beautiful studio in the residential
section of New York and was patronized by the
elite of the city as far back as 1867. It is said that
he was the first minstrel to play the banjo in white
face and dress suit, it having been the custom for
the banjoist in minstrel companies to tell stories,
sing comic songs and occasionally to thump a jig or
march on the instrument. In 1879 the late S. S.
Stewart of Philadelphia took the reins of banjoism
in his hands and it is to him more than anyone else
that we owe a debt of gratitude for the popularity
of the instrument.
