A SEARCH FOR TONE
By Thomas J. Armstrong

E7]HO would have dared, a few years ago, to

j prophesy. the vigorous condition of banjo
bl affairs today? We seem to be living in an
= atmosphere filled with the twang and the
trill plucked from banjos. Everybody welcomes a
good banjoist, especially for dance music, and the
orchestra that ventures into the dance hall without
a banjo ilayer runs the risk of being considered
tame. The public wants banjo. Their judgment
may be a little hazy as to whether a tenor banjo is
better than a mandolin-banjo, 4r whether the player
uses a regular five-string instrument,—il’s a banjo
they hear, and they contented.

All this evolution has been attained through the
tone of the instrument; a tone apparently just dis-
covered by the social realm, but known a long while
by our fraternity, who valued its specific qualities.
Various modes of tuning may be employed, but the
tonal character remains unaltered. 1f sound travels
in circles it evidently gets a good start when de-

\livered from the round head of our national instru-
ment, retaining an individuality which no other
instrument can successfully imitate. An oval banjo
rim made by Frank Goscha in 1885, and fitted with
a calfskin head, emitted a tone entirely unlike a banjo,
being too weak and spiritless for effective use even in
a parlor. Oblong, square, triangular and other odd
shapes have appeared only to be discarded for the

_ cylindrical rim, the original design employed by the

pioneers.

But improvements have been made, not only in
the construction of every section which comprises a
banjo, but also in the numerous attachments, now
in use, for augmenting and enhancing the tone. Near-
ly all of these fixtures and appendages are placed
under the head—the loudest part of a banjo.

The closed-back banjo, an American product,
dnd the English zither-banjo are good examples of
rim treatment in the effort to gain more tone, both
degending on the principle that the wooden back
vibrates in sympathy with the head. Another
method, hatched from an opposite theory, shows an
open-back rim containing a metal plate for spread-
ing the tones, giving them, at the same time, a bell-
like effect. Springs and coils of heavy and light
wire have also found their way under the head, in
the alluring search for more tone. .

A very ingenious pattern, recently brought out by
an American, contains a resonant air chamber built
into the rim, thus making a double rim. under the
head. Another type provides a rim with bevelled

* edge for resting the head, and a smaller ring of metal
to force the vellum upward and secure increased

tension. A very simple device, for the same purpose,
is Grover’s tone ring, which may be attached to any
banjo, imparting a noticeable expansion in tone
without destroying its banjo quality.

Various additions have been used by manufact-
urers in their endless search for more volume in
tone. Some of which are: steel pivots to support the
head, sectional rims, milled hoops under the head,
square flesh hoops, metal tubing for helping the
vibration, circular tubing for holding the brackets
and rims with concave tops.

Sound-boxes under the rim reflect the tones from
the back and prevent them from being absorbed by
the clothing of the performer. These wooden boxes,
known to the profession as “backs,” should be large
enough to allow a full inch opening around the out-
side rim; if they fit tight on the outer circumference
of the rim, they thwart the very purpose intend
preventing the tone from being reflected to thie front.

The head itself has not escaped the hunter’s probe
for more volume, three substitutes now being intro-
duced in competition with vellum or calfskin. These
transplanters are celluloid, rubberoid and steel. In
the near future we may possibly enjoy the unusual
privilege of choosini a banjo head from either the
animal kingdom, the vegetable kingdom or the
mineral kingdom.

Many novel and useful attachments are now
employed on the head for gaining more tone, such as
arm rests, knee rests, bridges with three, four and
five feet, patent tailpieces, mutes for soft tones and
metal prongs for producing jazz effects. If we piled
on everything that has been invented for a banjo, it
would probaf;ly have no tone at all, but a prudent
selection enables the performer to more rcatfily dis-
play the versatility and capabilities of this popular
instrument.
