CCORDING to the manufacturers, dealers 
and Leachers, the call for tenor banjo ceeds 
tlult of any olher style or form. Ii DO 
doubt caused by lhe usc of lIle len for 

dance work. Another rcason is the facl that 1 is 
casy to learn to play. From our experience we find 
many who desire an instrument on which they can 
read from populnr songs, and in lhis capacity lhe 
tenor seems to be lhe most satisfactory. 

Regarding melhods, I prefer slarling a pupil by 
having him read the bass string as middle C, as on 
piano. \Vhen one becomes expert he is obliged to 
transpose one way or lhe other, and so far as my 
experience soes, I have encountered no difficulties 
in teaching 10 the above way. _ It also affiliates with 
the system used on the five-str!.i:g banjo. 

The mandolin-bani' 0 is very salisfactory if one has 
a good one, but rea Iy many of them are anything 
but musical. Unless 1l rim IS so lickthe head cannot 
be properly adj usted lind kepl in playing cOlldilion. 
If prospeclive pupils would consult a 
buying an instrument, it would save them much 
inconvenience and expense. as no teacher can do 

work with a pupil who has a poor instru­
ment. . The tone <juality of, the tenor is nearer that 
of the regular banjO lhan lhat of a mandolin-banjo. 

y arlicle for the March CRESCENDO I 
referred to the new mute similar to that used by 
violinists. This allachmenl completely chonges the 
lone quality, rendering it almost like that of the 

... mandola. I t also makes lhe action very much easier. 
1 have always refused to allow mandolin-banjos 

or tenors in any of my mandolin clubs and orchestras, 
but since adopting the mute 1 find no objection to 
lhose instruments. In fact, when we consider the 
popular taste, there are many selections which are 
made more elTeclive by removing the mute, such as 
marches, one-steps, etc., but a leader should be 
discreet regarding tbe removal of -thh mute. Those 

quality is the chieJ consideralion. 
Considering lhe use of the tenor in a regular dance 

orcnestra, the question is frequentl y asked,-what 
part does the tenor read It is usually from 
the first violin parl, and as that is what the instru­
ment is used for mainly, it will be easily understood 
lbal by rcading the low string as middle C lhere 
will be less transposing, as almost all firsl violin 
parls are wrilten high. There is hardly' any excuse 
for publishers of orchestra music failing to issue 
speCial parts for the tenor banjo with the harmony 
included, lhereby rendering the instrument more

co-ective. lhe tenor is increasing in populal'ity, 
definite parts should cer tainly be published for it. 
There arc fewer second violin and viola plar'ers in 

publish a part or lhe 
The leacher who gives the tenor banjo a fair trial 

will be convinced of its praclicabilit. \Ve arc very

why fool with lhe lenor, when the mandofln-banjo 
carries lhe melody exactly like the mandolin and 
violin? For two reasons: the tenor has lhe same 
tone quality as lhe banjo: and the thousands who 
have taken it up have demonstrated lhal il has come 
lo stay.
