Til'S FOR BEGINNERS 

Learn to play with both feet placed on the floor' 
The right heel may be raised and placed against the 
chair leg. Crossing the right leg over the left one 
will in time throw certain nerves out of place, re­
!)ulling in neuritis. ' 

In pleelrum playing slip the fiflh or shorl slring 
out of the slot in the bridge. allowing it to rest on the 
outer edge of the bridge. otherwise it will be in the 
way. In holding1.he pick strive to keep the thumb 
nearly straigh t and hold the pick between the thumb 

. and first finger near lhe end of the finger, never be­
yond the firsl joint. This will enable one to strike 

lhe strings wilh the na t part of lhe pick inslead of 
lhe edge. 

It is betler to starl wilh the idea of ob taining a 
musical quality of tone rather lhan strive for rapid 
execution. Do nol slacken lhe strings when putlmg 
your instrument away after playing. Try lo keep 
It set at Pitch. Get in the habit of tuning the fourlh 
string to C immediately after a piece tha t 
calls for that string lo . Failing to do 
this of len results III an awkward si lation. 

As a means of gaining confidence lhe pupil should 
play for his friends as soon as he has mastered a few
